Sihite Star Line -Ottawa, Jan. 13.-1 Special.)-The case 
of Mrs. Cote v. Catholic Order of For­
esters wag concluded in the Assize Oourt 
yesterday. Judge Faiconbridge sub­
mitted a number of questions to the 
jury as to whether there was a con­
spiracy to defraud the company and 
as to whether Cote made false repre­
sentations In his application for admis­
sion to the order. His Lordship dwelt 
upon the evidence aft considerable length 
and quoted the law bearing upon the 
case. The facts brought ont by the 
evidence are to the effect that Cote, 
im answering the questions contained In 
the application for insurance, stated 
that his father died of pneumonia. Dr. 
Dagenais, who attended him in his ill­
ness, swore that in his opinion Cote, 
sr„ died of tuberculosis.

Arthur Roche, Deputy High Chief 
Ranger, who wrote out the application 
for Cote, suggested 
monin" to Cote ns 
father’s death. Roche was in constant 
ntteidance upon Cote, sr., was acquaint­
ed with all the circumstances surround­
ing his death, and swore that at the 
time the application, was made he be­
lieved that Cote’s father did die of 
pneumonia. Roche wag practically an 
agent of the insurance company. The 
defence claimed that Cot* .died from 
consumption, the germs of which he in­
herited from his father and with which 
he was afflicted at the time he made 
the application to the • Foresters.

The prosecution then opened the case. 
When the murder was discussed Prince 
frequently smiled, and wrote a number 
of notes to his counsel, apparently to 
correct absolutely unimportant details. 
The testimony presented was the same 
as taken at Bow-street Police Court 
when the prisoner was arraigned-

“Tom” Terries was the first witness.
The defence alleged that Prince suf­

fered in bis youth from a sunstroke 
and that he recently had delusions.

The mother and brother of the pris­
oner testified regarding the sunstroke, 
and it developed that Prince claimed 
he was Christ and that his mother 
was the Virgin Mary.

The judge summed up, favoring 
Prince’s insanity, and the jury was out 
half an hour. The prisoner was pale 
and careworn as he faced the jurymen.

The judgment of the court was that 
Prince be detained ae a criminal lunatic 
during Her Majesty’s pleasure.

After hearing the verdict Prince at­
tempted to make a speech, but was 
checked by the judge. The prisoner 
then thanked afl concerned, at which 
some applause was started, which was 
immediately suppressed by the judge.
