In explanation of his bill, Mr. Flelding
gnld the time had arrived to make ad-
vanced legislation for banks, The pres-
ent act was excellent, but it should be
extended, The first important change was
1o give banks power to carry their char-
ters forward 10 years from 1001, when,
according to the present act, they expire.

Fuller Information. |
Provisions were made so as to have
foller information given by-banks, without
disturbing the comtinuity of returns. The
clause relating to this provided that di-
rectors should give the shareholders in-
formation whenever the shareholders de-
termined by bylaw. to have such informa-
tion brought down, but no information
should be given regarding the accounts of
customers,

Directors Cannot Issme Notes,
Mr. Flelding declared that the recent
Ville Marie Bank fallure had pointed out
to the Covernment the need to prevent
the issue of bank notes after the bank has
suspended. A clause of the bill provided
that directors should not issue their own
notes to depositors, thus creating a special-
ly privileged class of creditors with prior
liens on the nssets of the bank. The
