To-day’'s stock market was even duller
than yesterday, and the movement of prices
was trivial and insignificant.

Esti-
mates were put out that the amount of
shipments to-day and to-morrow would
reach - over $7,000,000. When it was
seen that the total would not exceed §5,-
800,000 the room shorts covered. The mar-
ket closed practically lifeless near
night's level. There was the usual profes-
slonal denllnf in Sugar and Brooklyn Tran-
sit, the atter suffering from the
annual report. The immense sub-
