* York After a Long Chase, in Hands
of Detective Carpenter.

HIS ACCOMPLICE IS STILL FREE

Story of the Robbery That Startled
Montreal Over Ten

Years Ago,

Montreal, July 11.—(Special.)—To-morrow
morning Chief Detective Carpenter will

reach the city with a very interesting
prisoner.
tive arrested A. C. Levesque, for whom
the police bf Canada and the United
States have been
ten years. The warrant, which was is-
sued in November, 1891, called for Le-
vesque's arrest on a charge of being im-
plicated in the theft of $10,000 from the
City and District Savings Bank of Mont-
real. His accomplice was Simon St.
Michel, paying teller in the St. Catharine-
street branch of the old Banque Du
Peuple. The case has been a long one,
anfl up to date only one of the men is
"in custody, but there is reason to believe
that St. Michel will not long enjoy l}ls
freedom.

It was on Nov. 18, 1801, that the city
was startled by the news of the robbery.
Simon St. Michel and A. C. Levesque,
for over ten years in the service of che
City and District Savings Bank, first as
assistant teller and afterwards as ledger
keeper, were discovered to have together
robbed by a conspiracy the City and
District Savings Bank of $10,000 and nad
left for parts unknown.

At the beginning of the month of No-
vember, Mr. Bousquet, the cashier of the
Banque Du Peuple was iInformed that
his paying teller, Simon St. Michel, was
drinking heavily, and finding
vestigation that the charge was true Mr.
Bousquet dismissed him on the 10th inst.

On the 13th of the same month various
cheques, in all amounting to about $10.-
000, were forged by St. Michel, presented
to the City and District Savings Bank
and accepted as all right by the ledger
keeper, Levesque, and consequently cash-
ed by the teller.

That night St. Michel and Levesqne
left ‘Montreal, and up to last night“the
whereabouts of neither of them had been
discovered.
