Ottawa, July 6.—(Special.)—The Fin-
ance Minister gives notice of a resolu-|
tion increasing authorized Dominioa cir-
culation from $20,000,000 to $30,000,000. |
It provides that for a circulation up
to »30,000,000, the reserve in gold and |
guaranteed debentureg shall be 25 per |
cent. of the total circulation, of which
15 per cent. shall be in gold. The|
circulation exceeding $30,200,000 shall
be covered by an equivalent in gold de-
posit,

At present the circulation eovered hy
a 2D per cent, rezerve of gold and guir-
anteed debenture i 5,000,000, all over |
which must be covered by dollar for
dollar in gold.

The total Dominion ecirculation on
May 31 was $37,912,296, against which
there was held $26,703,358 in specie
and guaranteed deberturesz,

The resclution further provides for
the payment for printing Dominion
notes out of current revenue, and auth-
orizes the government to borrow on
temporary loan suffigient to redeem any |
of Dominion notes presented
for redemption.
