Gunner Munnoch was a student at
Osgoode Hall, Toronto, before enlisting
with the neavy battery from Coburg,
which went overseas about midsummer.

“BOARD OF CONTROL” MISNOMER,

DECLARES CITY CLERK SAM BAKER,
WHO SAYS IT DOES NOT CONTROL

Speaking Before Ryerson Civ ic League, He Declares Body

Is Improperly Named—P redicts 60 to 80 Mill

Rate If War

Continues.

Speaking at a meeting of the Ryer-
son Civic League in the Ryerson school
last evening, City Clerk. Sam Baker
made the prediction that if the war

This is a false name for this
board, as anything that might be done
has to go before the city council for
ratification. You might say, that it is
a committee of the city councll, and

that is ag far as it goes.

“The board of control has no more
authority than the public works or fin-
ance committee, the members of these
bodies receive no salary.”

Principal McQueen was called upon
to explain the aims of the Civic
League, which he said were in the in-
terests of the city and to enable citi-
zeng to understand its government of
the c¢ity ana to bring citizens together
from a social standpoint as entertain-
ments and other social events would
be held at different times.

Toronto Motion Picture Pho-
tographer Dies in Victoria
Hospital From Injuries.

TAXI DRIVER RECOVERING

Coroner’s Jury Starts Probe,
But Adjourns Until Next
Friday Night,

Allan E. Kay of Toronto Is dead, and
Crawford Hopkins, 651 Richmond street,
a local taxi driver, is lying seriously in-

jured in
of the accident Friday afternoon, when
the taxi in which they were riding was
struck by a C. P. R. train in the asylum
grounds.

Victoria Hospital this afternoon re-
ported that Hopkin’s condition was as
well as could be expected under the
circumstances. -

Mrs. Kay, who resided with her hus-
band at 19 Fernwood Park avenue, To-
ronto, was at once notified of the acei-
dent by wire, and accompanied by u
friend, Mrs. Larue, arrived here shortly
after 8 o'clock, but her husband, wio
had heen unconscious since the accident,
had succumbed a few minutes before.

Coroner Dr. MacLaren commenced the
official investigation of the accident to-
day, when the jury viewed the remains
of Kay at the undertaking rooms of
Smith, Son & Clarke. No evidence was
taken, the inquest being adjourned un-
til next Friday evening.

Mr. Kay was employed by the Pathe-
scope moving picture firm, and arrived
in London about noon yesterday in re-
sponse to a telegram, in order to take
some moving pictures of drainage work
that is being done at the TLondon
Asylum. = Hfs firm Is preparing a film
for the department of agriculture, and
as they were anxious to complete a
drainage film, some of the operations
peing done here, in charge of Provinclal
Farm Director J. R. Spry, were to be

Hurled Fifteen Feet.

were struck by the train and hurled a
distance of about fifteen feet through
an adjoining fence. The car, a Ford
taxl, wag badly smashed, the wheels
being knocked completely off.

A remarkable feature
with the accident was the fact that
expensive moving-picture catnera
was practically undamaged,
slight bit of wood chipped off one side
of it was the only indication that it
had been roughly used.
