Ever since then Mr, Baker has been
answering telephones at his house and
at his home, and explaining to sundry
dputations of suffragettes that it was
all a mistake.

Qua.ifications for voting at the next.
municipal election will be no different
than for the past three years, he told
them all. More women will be entitled
to vote than in the past, but they will
secure their enfranchisement by a more
complicated process than appealing to
the city clerk. ’

The statutes now provide that where
a woman is a joint owner or a Joint
tenant with her husband she is en-
titled to a ballot, Any high-minded cit-
izen who desires his spouse to share
with him the joys of participating in
a municipal contest can gee him lawyer
and have him draw up a deed of his
property with hig wife as joint owner.
She will then get a vote on equal terms
with him. Of if he i{s renting a house
he can make his wife a joint temant
and she will receive the same enfran-
chisement as himself. Unless this is
done things will continue as in the
past. Only the person listed as the
owner of the property will be given a

Not Yet.

Many property c.ners have taken
the trouble to enfranchise their wives
in this manner but their number has
not yet reachied a total of six thousand.

The ladies day will come when the
lists for the parliamentary election are
compiled. Every person over 21 years
of age will be listed on that occasion
which means that about ten thousand
women’'s names will be recorded. The
voting list compiled last year was in
one part only ‘““Those entitled to vote
at Municipal Elections."”

This year it was supposeq to be com-
piled in threc parts: Those entitled to
vote at municipal elections only, those
entitled to vote at parliamentary and
municipal elections, and those entitled
to vote at parliamentary elections only.
