The temperance deputation 
northern district had a hearing before 
the board.

Rev. John Coburn said by granting 
the request of the deputation the board 
would cut off licenses where the people 
voted that they did not want them, 
and also satisfy the majority of the 
voters downtown. It would be sound 
policy to consider the general good ra­
ther than Individual Interests.

‘This Increase of revenue Is due to 
advances in rates on a few articles of 
luxury, such as wine, spirits, etc. It 
Is also due to the substitution made In 
the bill, In all cases where It was pos­
sible, of specific for ad valorem duties. 
This will prevent under-valuation and 
consequently Increases revalue. This 
Increase will be more majked In the 
silk schedule than elsewhere. There 
are other changes which will be Includ­
ed In the bill that will affect tbe com­
parative revenues," explained Mr. AM- 
rich.

‘The changes which we propose to 
make In the administrative act Include 
(1) new definitions of dutiable value 
and new methods In Its proper ascer­
tainment; (2) more efficient collection 
machiner)-; and (3) S provision for the 
creation of a customs court to Insure 
uniformity of decisions In customs 
cases. The provisions suggested will, 
In the opinion of the committee, result 
In the collection of a certain percent­
age more revenue In the Importation 
of the same articles than was collected 
under the act of 1897.

"The" extent of the undervaluation 
practiced under existing law Is variously 
estimated at from 10 to 26 per cant, of 
the revenue collection. If any con­
siderable portion of this practice Is cor­
rected by the provisions I have alluded 
to. we can certainly safely add five 
millions to the estimate of revenue of 
the year 1910, making a total of $345,- 
000,000. I have assumed that the Im­
portation of 1907 Is the proper basis for 
com parlson.

"The committee believe that the 
tent of Importations and resulting 
enue will be greater In 1910 than In 
1907, because of improved business 
dirions.” t

REAL vaudevilleOi 117 Chapters Issue# lu Niue Years, 
20 Have Lapsed.

OTTAWA, April 1».—(Special.)—Some 
interesting figures bearing upon rail­
way Incorporation and railway con­
struction In Canada are contained In a 
report tabled In the commons to-day.

The return shows that between 1888 
and 19J8 Inclusive, parliament charter­
ed 2)S railway companies, exclusive of 
subsidiary charters granted to tha 
three big railway concerns, the C.P.R., 
the G.T.R. and the C.N.R. The char­
ters of these 203 companies empowered 
them to build in all 68,809 miles of road, 
but only 25 companies actually con­
structed any portion of the lines au­
thorized by their charters, with the 
result That only 1072 miles of the 63, - 
809 have been built.

It appears from the return that $< 
of the 203 charters «ranted have laps­
ed, that In 88 cases extension of time 
for construction has been authorized, 
while In the cases of 42 companies two 
extensions have been granted and 18 
charters have been extended for ' the 
third time.

Another return shows that 117 char­
ters have been granted since 1900, of 
which 26 have lapsed. Of the 26,000 
miles authorized by those charters, 
393 1-2 miles have been constructed.
