WASHINGTON. D. C., July 26.— 
Twenty-aeven years la the limit put 
by Dr. David T. Day, petroleum expert 
to the United States Geological Survey, 
in a report made to the national con­
servation commission, to the produc­
tion of oil in America, and his mini­
mum figures Indicate an exhaustion of 
the supply in 18 years.

Sixty-five per cent, of all United 
States oil now produced Is exported.

The Standard Oil Co is storing oil 
away in tanks and reservoirs all over 
the country at the rate of 2,000,000 bar­
rels a month. It has already close to 
100,000,000 barrels, worth over $160,000,- 
000 *at present rates.

The Standard Oil Co. apparently 
alms at cornering the world’s supply. 
The trust already controls the great 
Galatian fields in Roumania, great 
holdings In Russia, Germany and 
smaller fields over the world. State 
Senator Emery of Pennsylvania charg­
ed before the house finance committee 
that the Standard had effected an al­
liance with the big Pearson syndicate 
tn Mexico, Which controls the fields of 
that country from the Rio Grande to 
Yucatan. In Japan It was all-powerful 
until two years ago, when the Japanese 
Government took nominal ownership, 
Standard oil drillers are plunging into, 
the wilds of darkest Africa, drilling for 
more oil.
, When the oil supply Is exhausted and 
the trust has a thousand million bar­
rels of oil, what will the public -have to 
pay? _

Dr. Day points out that the produc­
tion Is already falling off. Close to two 
thousand millions of barrels have been 
produced In the United States, and Dr. 
X»ay estimates the remaining on the 
ground as follows:

From Indications It Is apparently a 

continuation of ttie famous Jacobs vein, 
on the Kerr Lake property, which has 
been worked to a depth of 600 feet, 
and found to hold out the same valu­
able stuff as Is shown at the surface.

The Jacobs reltt cuts across one com­
er of the Kerr Lake mine, while it has 
been found by the Hargrave on both 
sides, which Is an Important and equal­
ly Interesting feature of the discovery.

$000 feet.

A shaft 816 feet deep has been sunk 
on the Hargrave on the eouth end of 
the vein, about 100 feet from Kerr Lake 
boundary, and this working will be 
continued to a depth of 875 feet, before 
a level will be made.

On the north end of tiie vein 400 feet 
south of the discovery, a shaft has 
been sunk 20 feet on a calotte lead car­
rying smaltlte and nlcollte. In a few 
days a diamond drill will be put to 
work to test both veins at depth. 
Over 700 feet of drilling will be done 
at this point.

Three drills are working In the main 
shaft, air being procured from the 
Drummond. Over 30 men are on the 
pay roll and Hargrave Is looked for­
ward to as becoming one of the safest 
propositions In camp.
