WHOLESALE TRADING

No Fortunes
Middlemen by the Sale
of Tickets.

No fortunes will be made from
wholesale dealing in amusement tox
tickets, Some persons niay have dis-
covered that by the pfovisions of the
regulations wholesale vendors of tick-
eis may buy from the government a‘
a reduction of 12 per cent, on the face

value of the tickets and sell to the
keepers of amusement houses at a re-
duction of only 5 per cent. on some
tickets. That would appear to leave

‘& margin of 7 per ceat. for profit to

the wholesaler,

The government may sell to whole-
salers at a reduction of 12 per cent.,
but it has no present intention of doing
80, it is stated, .Under its powers, the
ireasury department will probably ar-
range for a profit of between one-half
per cent. and three per cent. on the
graduated tickets.

Then, too, it is probable that the
handling of the tickets will be placed
#n the hands of banks or division court
The details have not yet been
finally decided.

Small House Complains.

While many letters regarding the
tax bave heen received by the treasury
depariment since arrangements for tha
vollaction of the tax were unnounced,
the only complaints have been from
the keepers of small moving plcture
houses, who dread that they may be
forced to hire an addition man to se»
that the tax tickets are dropped into
the special “choppers’” for thelr recep-

The department points out, however,
that no such difficulty nced arise, The
tax tickets may be placed in the samo
chopper as that used for the destruc.

n of the regular tickets, In every
(ase someconec has to see to it that
cvery person who enters the theatro
drops a tickst into the chopper. That

such a treaty with Germany brought a
request for information, but formal
negotiations never were instituted,
