NEW YORK, Aug. 17.—The city of
Valparajso is reported badly damaged by
earthquake. One report received here is
that b"ge situation in Valparaiso may
prove to be as serious as the San Francis-
co disaster. Practically every building in
the city is damaged and there are fires
in different parts of the city. n Many
persons are reported killed and injured.
The earthquake has interrupted cable fa-
cilities to lower South American points
and communication is restricted to the
Rojutevia ‘Lisbon.

Another report from Valparaiso is that
‘the loss of life has not ‘been econfirmed.
Fires are burning in various parts of the
city. 1

Valparaiso is a ;ﬁ?ﬁ;ﬂ seaport of Chile
and the most important commercial town
of the western coast of South America.

WARSAW, Aug. 17.—An outbreak oc-
curred yesterday in the Central Prison
among the political  offenders confined
thete, owing to: the hospital conditions.
The ' wardens of the prison being unable
to cope with the disturbance were forced
to call in half ‘a company of the Per-
niva regiment, who subdued the outbreak
by a volley which killed two and wound-
ed ten of the prisoners.

BERLIN, Aug. 16—A despatch to- the
Vossische Zeitung from Warsaw dated
yesterday, gives details: of yesterday’s
rioting. -The despatch says:

“The disturbance was due to the de-
termination - of the’ revolutionists to
avenge the arrest of ome hundred and
forty workmen of an enameled-ware fac-
tory. The firing began at ten o’clock 1n
the morning in various parts of the city,
as if by concerted signal.- The first shots
were fired by a young Hebrew, who kili-
ed a soldier and a policeman and then
fiud into a shop. A soldier pursued the
man and fired, killing the woman who
kept the shop. In many places the mi-
litary fired on crowds indiscriminat :ty,
and toe exact number killed has mot yed
b 1 ascertained. Bodies picked up in
the streets continue to be brought to
the morgue in Theodore street, wiich - is
gu.ri~d by troops. « Many of the wound-
o] cciceal themselves because the soldiers
areest all wounded persons.  Strong pa-
trols of from 20 to’50 cavalrymen are rid
iny thiough the streets, searching passers-
by for avms. The streets in the Jea-
isn' quarters are deserted, because the
mlz1y patrols knock down with -che
butis of their rifles everybody they m:2%.
