TAKES OVER DUTIES

In the serious illness of Miss Bos-
well, Maritime district inspector, Miss
Stevenson is taking over her duties
temporarily and since the middle of
November has visited Quebec' centres
and Sackville, Pictou, Dartmouth,
Digby and Yarmouth and organized a
pew V. O. N. centre in Lunenburg,
Marysville will be the last Maritime
centre to be visited on her present trip.

FAVORABLY IMPRESSED

While she has not had time to go
thoroughly into the work being done
in Saint John, and had not planned
staying over here, Miss Stevenson was
most favorably impressed with what
she heard of the activities of the Saint
John centre. She expressed herself as
specially delighted with the prenatal
work of the Victorian Order of Nurses
here and felt that it must be far reach-
fng for good, as helping the mothers
was the very beginning of child wel-
fare. The child welfare work, she un-
derstood, was now being cared for by
the department of health.

EDUCATIONAL WORK

She pointed out that the V. 0. N.
had fallen heir to a splendid oppoz-
tunity for constructive work as, while
visiting the mother, the nurses were
able to do much educational work.
She stressed the fact that if the V. O.
N. did nothing but nursing work and
all educational work were carried by
another body there must be duplica-
tion of effort, and the mother would
be inclined to resent having the home
invaded by too many welfare workers.

While the V. O. N. year ends ‘with
the calendar year and reports have
not yet been made out Miss Stevenson
believed that in 1926 all of the activi-
ties of the Order had been much
strengthened and the work was being
built up strongly in every district.
Expansion had been chiefly in
amecznt of work done for the expect-
ant wss&er.

Citizenship and Politics
Theme of Sermon by Rev. B. D.
Knot: At Central Baptist

Speaking from the texu “‘Righteous—
ness exalteth a nation. buu sin is 2 re-
proach tc any people,’ Rev. Brice D.
Knotl in Central Baptist church last
evening said in part:

“Politics is defined by all standard
dictionaries, first, as the branch of
civics that treats of civic government
and the conduct of state affairs; the
administration of public affairs In the
interest of peace, prosperity and _&hc
safety of the state; secondly, it is also
defined as political affairs so as to
carry elections and secure public offices.

“The first definition gives us the

realm of the statesman who studies the

science of government anc applies its
principle to public affairc seeking the
good of the whole natien. The second
definition gives us the realm of the poli-
tician who studies the art of getting
into office and profiting all he can at
the public expense. The statesman is
a patriot who would serve his country.
The politiclan is a barnacle attached
to the body politic who seeks tc make
his country serve him.

“Our text,” Mr. Knot' said, “gives
thc underlying principle of all right
government. Why do we lay such
stress upon integrity in public life?
Simply because dishones{ rulers with
dishonest laws tend tc make a dis-
honest people and honest rulers with
honest laws an honest people. Every
man in high position is 2 fountain of
health or disease. His influence is a

light that gives life or a upas shade |

thsi polsons.
HOPEFUL OUTLOOK

“With respect to political and com-
mercial corruption never was there a
more hopeful outlook. The conditions
of misgovernmeni everywhere are being
ventilated. It is no longer a secret and
misunderstood factor in our land. The
limelight of publicity is being turned
upor. the publie life of our country and
the absence of the common virtues and
common decencies in men of high sta-
tion immediately arouses the sensitive-
ness of public opinion.

“There are sufficient men of high
standing in every party to demand that
men who would serve in the public of-
fices of our land must be men of irre-
proachable character, who seek to serve
not themselves but ‘their fellowmen,
their country and their God.

“All work gains dignity from the
character of the men who do it. We
can enhance the worth of our public
offices by a conscientious use of our
franchise. Thoreau, the Frenchman,
declared that he did not desire any pro-
tection, he wished no government, pre-
ferred to be his own governor, and
would live in his cabin among the
trees. He therefore refused to pay
taxes and went to jail in consequence.
And yet Thoreau—but for the protec-
tion of the government which he des-
pised—might have been robbed and
killed without hindrance.

“Every man who enjoys the protec-
tion of government has upon him the
responsibility of supporting the Insti-
tution. ‘Pray for them that are in au-
thority over you, says the apostle, but
we prey upon them. If Paul were liv-
ing today he might say, ‘Vote to put
good men into office and then pray that
they may rule well.’

CIVIC RIGHTEOUSNESS.

“Civie righteousness is the right re-
lationship of the citizen to the govern-
ment and of the government to the
citizen. No government has a right
to treat its citizens unjustly, unfairly
or oppressively and no citizen has a
right to treat the government unfairly
or unjustly. We are told that good
men do not hesitate to use strategem
for defrauding the government out of
its tribute. There iIs a sentiment abroad
which prompts us to deal with govern-
ments as we would not deal with indi-
viduals. Pretty nearly everybody that
comes from the United States smug-
gles something through the customs
to avoid duty. The government has
a right to expect of its citizens a due
regard for all laws enacted in thelir

interest. All laws are enacted for the
mutual good of every individual com-
posing society. Take the violation of
the liquor laws: if every so-called
Christian was for law enforcement
many a youth would be protected and
helped. We suffer a great deal from
the bad citizenship of good m‘en.

SOCIAL SIDE.

“The social side of our citizenship
demands the right relationship between
individuals. Much is said today about
the inequality of wealth, and yet, if}
there should be an equai distribution |
tomorrow, before next week was out
there would probably be the same in-
equality. Sacrifice has ever been the
foundation of true freedom. In our
midst are not a few whose livelihood,
whose comfort, health and well-being
are threatened by the conditions that
exist for them. We face problems of
unemployment through lack of indus-
tries, problems of poverty, of sickness,
etc We are immersed in reports of
Boards of Trade, Duncan Reports,
and Civic Survey. We eagerly read
their contents and look for the prom-
ised land that they are supposed to
bring. Nevertheless we still discover
that we must all co-operate if progress
is to be made. We must all be up and
doing if our city is to be prosperous.

GREAT NEED.

“One of the greatest needs of our
city today is mutual confidence be-
tween the governing and the governed,
and a fostering of the spirit of friendli.
ness and consideration between all
classes, a spirit that creates a patri-
otic love and loyalty for our city,
growing out of a mutual appreciation
of our citizenship. There will be rich
and poor, but in a city like Saint John
there should be a mutual understand-
ing between all and then the atmos-
phere would be. right for forward
strides In development of¢ industrial
conditions and the amalgamation of all
benevolent interests.

PERSONAL SIDE.

“The personal side is that of rela-
tionship between a man and his God.
The question has been asked, Should
Christians be Politicians? A man who
is by no means a Christian may be a
politician, but such men are not safe
leaders because when self and prin-
ciple conflict self gains the day. The
man who is a politician because he Ig
a Christian will seek to improve the
condition of the people.

“There are thousands of people to
whom it would be mockery to preach
the gospel of heaven before you have
preached a gospel of reform. There
are many poor types of citizen. The
man who is able to work and can get
work and won’t work has a perfect
right to starve. Parents who neglect
their children are poor citizens, they
should be punished. There is prevent-
ive and constructive work to be done,
work to secure national remedies.

“I am speaking with all due rever-
ence when I say that I am more con-
cerned about the streets of Saint John
than the streets of heaven. 1 am more
concerned about the purity of the water
we drink and the good sanitation here
than the streams of the New Jerusa-
lem. I am more concerned about the
habits of my people here than the hab-
its of the dwellers in heaven. The rea-
son is God rules direct in heaven, but
he gives to men great power on earth.
The future can be left in God’s hands.
Our work is here and now and we¢
can best prepare for the future by dq—
ing our duty here. As Christian citi-
zens we must oppose all immorality,
all national evils, all oppression and
unite in every just cause and then our
politics will be the politics of heaven.’
