‘Miontreal Group Said to Have Been Negotiating
to Carry Out Plans Which Will Bring Elec-
trical Power Into Well-known Mining Dis-

tricts.

Porcupine, Ont., Oct. 26—(Special)—
Some very important power develop-
ment plans are nearing completion. in
the north country. Several Montreal
and Toronto groups have been in the
field for some months, making a sur-
vey of the situation, as a result of the
important work carried out on different
properties iu some of the newer dis-
tricts. 5

These mining companies have now
been in negotiation for pow-r for some
time past, as it is essential for them to
get cheaper power if they are to be in
a position to go ahead and develop their

properties. In local mining circles it
is now reported that an important
Montreal group have undertaken to de-
velop certain water powers and that a
new company will likely be formed in
the near future. According to present
arrangements the entire power to be
developed from the first unit has been
contracted for by several mining com-
panies, all of which are located a short
distance from the power site.

An early announcement of these im-
portant plans is looked for and they are
regarded as being of special-import to
the future development of some of the
newer sections.

WORLD RECORD

In the one-minute
test his speed was 160 words. In both
cases he turned out perfect copy.

DE VALERA’S MOVE

Dublin, Oct. 27—De Valera has just
made a new move by summoning the
second Dail, which constituted itself the
republican government and nominated
a council of state.

De Valera always has contended that
the second Dail had never been formal-
ly dissolved. He refused to recognize
the provincial parliament as replacing
it, especially challenging the parllia-
ment’s capacity to interfere with politi-
cal funds in the United States. His
captured correspondence revealed him
doubtful of his ability to establish &
Republican governient mainly because
he could not count on support from the
army. :

$30,000 ORDERED

Oshawa, Ont., Oct. 27—T. E. Hous-
ten, Cincinnati, recently returned from
England, announced that the mammoth
chimes to be installed in the tower of
the new St. George’s church had been
ordered. 'The chimes are being donated
by Mr. Houston as a memorial to the
late Edward Carswell. They will con-
sist of fifteen bells weighing approxi-
mately fifteen tons. The tenor bell
alone weighs thre tons.

It is said that the chimes
will cost in the meighborhood of $30,-
000.

Belcher, assistant general manager of
the Exf\ibition; F. Hiam, agricultural
adviser; Col, A. Christie, financial ad-
viser, and F. W, Bates, secretary, The
chief object of the visit of the com-
mission to Canada has been to urge the
participation of the Dominion in the
British Empire Exhibition of 1924,
whicn is to be held at London Eng.
Most parts of the British Empire have
indicated their support of the enter-
prise. India has applied for 100,000
square feet involving an esimated cost
of $885,000; and Autralia 150,000 square
feet, with an appropriation for expen-
diture of $1,250,000. The Federated
Malay States, Straits Settlement, Bur-
ma, Nigeria and other far-flung parts
of Empire are all to be officially repre-
sented at what promises to be the
greatest exhibition of its kind ever held
in Great Britain, and which is destined
to furnish a display of the natural re-
sources of the various conntries with-
jn the Empire and of its ‘activities,
social and industrial, and the manners
and customs of their peoples,

The Premier of Canada.

W. L. Mackenzie King, the Prime
Minister of Canada, has made an an-
nouncement that the Dominion will
participate in this exhibition, although
the degree of the participation will de-
pend to a certain extent on what the
provincial governments are prepared to
do, Mr. King made a good point in
his reference‘to the exhibition wnen he
emphasized the importance of includ-
inz all sections of the Dominion at the
Exhibition. it is a splendid augury,
for the success of the venture to note
the enthusiasm that is manifest on the
part of the promoters, and despite the
fact that a few blockheads on the
Committee of Management are if ig-
norance regarding Canadian timber and
flour, the many spirited protests that
have been called forth as a result are
an’ ample demonstration of the high
place that Canada holds in the opinion
oi those who are best qualified to judge.
Indeed Major Belcher emphatically de-
clares that the alleged criticisms are
manifestly absurd and ' were never
made,

by adequate representation in this en-
terprise.

The- objects of this exhibition are to
create an atmosphere favorable to more
rapid and complete trade development,
to show the wealth of imperial assets,
the extent to which they may be more
fully utilized, and to foster that spirit
of unity which connected the peoples
of the Empire during the war. An
adequate representation of the re-
sources of the Empire and of the ac-
tivities of its peoples will include prac-
tically every branch of human indus-
try. Such an exhibition cannot fail to
attract the attendance of visitors from
every part of the globe, and will pre-
sent an unrivalled opportunity for
bringing the Empire’s products before
a world audience.

Growth of Empire.

The period of thirty-five years which
have elapsed since the Colonial and In-
dian Exhibition of 1886 has witnessed
an enormous growth in the area, popu-
lations and commerce of the Empire,
as is demonstrated by‘ the following

A special feature of the Exhibition
will be the general exhibits designed to
show the immense untapped resources
of the Empire in such important direc-
tions as food production, mineral
wealth, etc. The efforts that are now
being made in the direction of ﬂg!xtlng
tropical digeases will be suitably illus-
trated.

The site of the exhibition will cover
one hundred and thirty-three acres op-
proximately, and besides providing
space for exhibition buildings, will
furnish pleasure grounds capable of ac-
commodating vast crowds, and there are
facilities for further extension if nee_d—
ful; besides the avenue will_ be easily
approached from all the railway m}d
other lines of communication. ‘While
the exhibition is primarily designed to
further the trade and strengthen the
bonds of the Empire, every attracvtion
will be provided to induce all classes
to visit it. Exhibitors can feel as-
sured that their display will be seen
by millions of the general public dur-
ing the course of the exhibition,. A
congress hall will be erected in which
will be held conferences on all matters
of Imperial interest arising out of the
exhibition. This hall will be equally
available for conferences affecting the
interests of any particular art, science
or industry.

Congress and Conference.

The presence of the most notable
personages in the social, scientific and
industrial life of the Empire will furn-
ish a valuable stimulus to the discus-
sion of problems which hitherto, owing

to lack of opportunity, have not been
wdequately considered. A special build- |
ing is to be set apart for an Imperial |
exhibition of fine and applied arts '
Rooms in this building are to be reserv- |
ed for displays of fine art from the Do- |
minions, with which up till now the
British public have had no chance of
becoming acquainted. The natural at-
tractions of Wembley Park will be en-
hanced by the beauties of the gardens,

which will be a special feature of the
exhibition. The exhibition will be
equipped with a stadium which it to
become a permanent national centre for
sport. There will be accommodttion
for 125,000 spectators, including seat-
ing accommodation for 35,000.

The Cinema Theatre,

A cinematograph theatre of the most

up-to-date type will be erccted for the
purpose of enabling exhibitors to illus-
trate by means of the film both the
popular and material aspects of their
methods of production. Exhibits from
the self-governing Dominions, Colonies
and Protestorates will be shown in
separate buildings.

The
great exhibition of 1924 will above all
other things tend to'strengthen the soul
of Empire, a dream which Imperialists
ever keep before them,
