H. R. McLellan Tells of Trip
| to Ottawwa.

Proposed Amendments to the
Harbor Commission Act—
Negro Point Breakwater

Extension— The Overhead
Crossing.

At a meeting of the common council

' this morning a communication was re-

ceived from Hon. F. B. ‘Carvell, chair-
man of the Railway Commission, noti-
fying them of action taken in regard to
the overhead crossing on Doftiglas ave-
nue. H. R. McLellan also was heard
in regard to calling a meeting of repre-
sentatives of local societies and organiz-
ations to take up the matter of revising
the Harbor Commission Act and the
extension of Negro Point breakwater.

With reference to the communication
about the overhead crossing Mayor Scho-
field said he had talked the matter over
with Engineer Hare and advised him
to take it up with Mr. Motley and the
C. P. R. so that preliminary steps could
be taken immediately. He said that,
judging from the recommendations made
the C. P. R. would be perhaps the ones
to design the arch. He drew attention
to the action pending in the court about
the new bridge and said that if it were
decided that nothing further would be
done about the matter they would then
be in good shape to start operations. If,
on ‘the other hand, it was decided that
the bridge would have to be raised, they
could postpone operations by an applica-
tion of the board. Commissioner Frink
asked if a court decision would overrule
that of the Railway Board. Mayor
Schofield said he was not in a position
to say whether it would or not. Com-
missioner Frink then asked if he would
proceed with preparations for the con-
struction of the road. In answer the
Mayor said it would be better to wait
until more information regarding the
decision of the court was available. On
motion the communication was received
and ordered to lie on the table.

Harbor Questions

Mr. Mcl.ellan said he has been inter-
ested in harbor commission in such a
form as would prove beneficial to the
citizens. He said he went to Ottawa
to ascertain if amendments could be
made to the act which would meet with
the approval of the government and the
citizens of St. John.
