IN' TRAINING
INNOVA' SCOTIA

Only One Hundred and Ten
Students Enter Provincial
Normal School — Higher
Salaries Elsewhere.

(Canadian Press Despatch.) \
Truro, N. S, Sept. 80.—The provincial |
normal college opened today with an en-
rollment of 110, of this number 26 are
taking the “A” course, 75 the “B” course,
ond 9 the “D” course. The “A” class is
larger this year than previously, showing
an inclination to higher scholarship. The
total enrollment this year is no greater
than last year when it was disappointing-
ly small. This is the more deplorable in
view of the fact that many teachers are
leaving the province for higher salaries
in the west. Dr. David Soloan, principal
of the college said today that sixty train-
ed teachers had left the province since
June. It is probable that some untrain-
ed teachers have also gone to the west
where they teach and later “get normal
training.

The small salaries paid teachers in
Nova Scotia and the great demand for
young people in all branches of com-
merce werereasons given by Mr, Soloan
for thesmall enrollment this year.

A new feature thi¢ year is the inaugu-
ration of a short course ending next
Feb’y for ‘A” and “B” students. Taking
this short course allows them to teach for
two years at the end of which time they
must take further time to be granted the
regular diploma. J. H. Fitch, formerly
of the teaching staff of the Colchester
academy has joined the normal college
staff as teacher of biology and chemistry.

THE WOOL TRADE.

(Bradstreet’s.)

The wool market was hard hit by the
weak opening of the London wool sales
on Tuesday of last week, when condi-
tions reverted to the basis of the July
series. Practically all that was gained
at the August series seems to ha’c heen
lost at the September opening. The im-
pending strike of the English coal
miners is given as the main reason for
the slump, but Boston wool men say that
the approaching -Australian wool sales
are also an important factor. Still lower
prices than hitherto noted have been
made in Boston, and it is supposed that
some consigned wools held without price
reserve have been thrown over. Manu-
facturers are still looking for .bargains,
and most of the recent trading has been
in the nature of sacrifice sales. ' Another
sealed-bid sale is to be held by the gov-
ernment on Sept. 29, but the offerings
are only 572,000 pounds, and include no
choice lots. Ohio wool growers and wool
pools, on the one hand, and eastern deal-
ers on the other, are still deadlocked over
the question of values. Territory wools
are being sold where the holders are
willing to break prices. . Much uncer-
tainty is still felt over the position of
both wool and finished goods.

FEWER TEACHERS _ CONINERCE SCHOOL

AT DALHOUSIE

B. C. Hunt Appointed to New
Chair — Course Promises
Excellent Business Instruc-
tion.

(Halifax Chronicle.)

At the last two convocations of Dal-
housie University, President Mackenzie
called attention to the necessity for the
provision of a course especially arranged
for students who are looking forward to
a business career. The University in its
earlier days was designed for the edu-
cation of those wishing a broad cultural
training, and of the teacher and the min-
ister; in turn it broadened its scope to
provide for the training of the lawyer,
the docior, the engineer, the dentist and
the pharmacist. ‘I'he provincial govern-
ment has cared for the education of the
agriculturist. Only the business man was
left to learn the theory and the techni-
que of his calling in the old way and
without the modern methods of the uni-
versity.

When the Dalhousie campaign was in-
augurated one of the purposes for which
money wag asked was that of endowing
professorships for this new department.
The magnificent gift of W. A. Black of
$60,000 to found the first of these pro-
fessorships was one of the outstanding
features of the campaign, and determ-
ined the board of governors to open the
projected school of commerce this fall, if
a suitable incumbent for the chair could
be procured in time to do so. President
Mackenzie is now able to announce the
appointment of B. C. Hunt to the W, A.
Black Chair of Commerce. Mr. Hunt re-
ceived his preparatory education in the
High School of Roxbury, Mass.; he then
went to’ the Boston University School
of Business Administration, from which
he received his degree. When the Unit-
ed Statcs entered the war he was select-
ed from the camp at Plattsburg to be a
military instructor; and with the rank of
second lieutenant served in that capacity
with the men in training at George
Washington University. He has been for
a year in charge of the Rochester, N. Y.,
office of the Babson’s Statistical Organ-
ization, Inc., Economic Engineers, who
make reports on fundamental business
conditions for merchants, bankers and
investors. 'This will be an admirable
training for the work in the’ university
which he has now undertaken. Prof Roy
Davis, of Boston University, a graduate
of Dalhousie, highly recommends Mr.
Hunt, and speaks of -him as their most
brilliant graduate in recent years. This is
of special significance when it is stated
that the School of Business Administra-
tion of Boston University has about 3,000
students,

The School of Commerce as a Univers-
ity department has long passed the ex-
perimental stage, and many of them are
well established in England and the
United States. The content of the course
for the degree of Bachelor of Commerce
is, however, far from stereotyped.
designed by Dalhousie the work of the
course will be about equally divided be-
tween classes designed to give a broad
background of liberal edueation to be
taken in common with Arts men, and
classes of a purely technical nature.
This year Professor Hunt will give lec-
tures in the following subjects:—Prin-
ciples of Accounting, Commerce and In-
dustry, Economics of Business. Courses
will also be offered by other members of
the staff of the university or by prom-
inent business men of the city in Com-
mercial Geography, Banking and Ex-
change  and Business Law.

‘These classes are open to special stu-
dents as well as to the regular university
undergraduates.
