C. P. R, Would Not Accept
Responsibility For It

Matter Before Chairman of
Railway Commission —
Shipping Men Tell Need of
More Clearance—Engineer
Says Two Feet Raise Pos-
sible, But Does Not Like It
—Statement by Hon. Mr.
Carvell.

~ That it would be impracticable to!
raise the height of the C. P. R. bridge"
now under construction across the St.
John river over the reversing falls seven !
feet above the present height, and that
if so raised he would accept no respon-
sibility for its safety, was a statement
made by C. F. Draper, assistant bridge
engineer of the C. P. R., before Hon. F.
B. Carvell, chairman of the board of
railway commissioners for Canada when
the matter was brought before him here
this morning.

The hearing took place in the county
court rooms, Mr, Carvell was accom-
pained by T. L. Simmons, assistant
chief engineer of the railway commis-
sion. Dr: J. B. M. Baxter, K. C, ap-
peared for the city.in connection with
the proposed abolition of the grade
crossing at the bridge, and for a group
of mill owners and shipping men regard-
ing the proposal to raise the bridge. F.
R. Taylor, K. C., appeared as solicitor
for the C. P. R., which was also repre-
sented by the following officials: J. M.
Woodman, general superintendent of the
New Brunswick district; C. C. Kirby,
district engineer; J. R. Fairburn, chief
engineer; P. B. Motley, bridge engineer,

Carvell said there was a misunder-
standing as to the powers of the railway
con.mission. He said the.raising of the
bridge was a guestion of navigation over
‘whlch the board of railway commission-
ers had no control.

When he was in St. John the question
was -the raising of the bridge two feet
ibut he understood it was now seven feet.
Afiler the plans of a bridge had been
passed by the department of publie
works the pl were sent to the rail-
way comfmisiﬁ for approval of curves,
grades, ete. This had not yet been done
i by the railway commission and tnerefore
they had an interest in the question as
.ihey could refuse approval. He read the
.section of the railway act which requires
'a railway company to submit plans and
location to the public works depart-
tment for approval and then to the board
’of railway commissioners for permis-
sion to operate.

He then read an order-in-council of
Nov. 1, 1929, approving the plans and
said that the matter was referred to the
marine and fisheries department. The
plans submitted, which, provided for the
|new bridge being 2.58 feet higher than
ithe present bridge, were recommended
for approval by the minister of public
works. o

Mr. Carvell said regarding grade
seperation at the bridge, that the esti-
mated cost of an overhead crossing was
$100,000. The board has on hand a grade
crossing fund and can give twenty-five
per cent of the .cost of the work if it
does not exceed $15,000 and has the right
to allocate the balance of the cost. s

He said he had seen a later suggestion
to raise the railway and put in a subway.

The Subway.

Dr. Baxter said that the subway
crossing for Douglas Avenue would mean
raising the bridge and if this could be
carried out at less expense than the
overhead crossing it would be better
i all around.

R. H. Cushingy C. E, said that rais-
ing the railway track nine feet at Doug-
‘las avenue and lowering the street seven
feet would give clear head-room of four-
teen feet, allowing two feet for track
construction. This would make the
grade from the station seven-tenths or
eight-tenths feet in 100 feet. The esti-
mated cost would be about $65,000. He
said it was only a rough estimate, as he
was not particularly interested. He
said he understood that the new high-
way bridge was raised to its present
height to make way for navigation and
he understood the new railway bridge
was to be seven feet lower. ‘He thought
that the railway bridge should be raised
to the same height as the highway arch.
He estimated the cost at about $18,000.
He said there had always been troubie
regarding vessels going under the
bridges. He - said the highway arch
could have been lower without weaken-
ing the bridge.

Replying to Mr. Taylor, Mr. Cushing
said that the additional height could be
made on the piers without taking the
tops off, but he would not say how he
would do it. He said he did not know
the depth of water over the reef at the
falls.

iIe said his proposal was to jein inc
Strait Shore road to the subway in about
its present location. He said that he
had seen vessels going through thc falls,
and they usually passed under the centre
point of the highway bridge.

Mr. Cushing said that the cost of rais-
ing the grade at the Fairville and of the
bridge would be $5,000.

| Pending disposition of his request for
‘admission, the lord mayor steadfastly
i refused to discuss his presence here but
MacSwiney volunteered the information
that the Irish official came to the United
States at the invifation of the committee
of the commission of one hundred or-
ganized to investigate the Irish situation.
