“INDIFEERENT NAVIGATION”

Certificate of Captain Tannock is
Suspeaded for Three Months
and That of First Officer Simp-
son fer Six Months—Rumor as
to Liquer Dispelled

"’That the master and first officer on
the ili-fated C. P, O. S, liner Corinthian,
which was wrecked on the northwest
ledge off Brier Island on Saturday, Dec.
14, had shown indifferent navigation
was the verdict of Capt. L. A. Demers,
dominion wreck commissioner, this
morning. He pointed out that the cir-
cumstances freed the Bay of Fundy from
any stigma or criticism and in fixing the
blame of the disaster he suspended the
certificate of the master, David T. Tan-
nock,forthmmnntbs,andtheﬂxst
officer, B. B. Simpson, for six months,
In a supplementary statement, Captain
Demers said that he had heard rumors’
about the city that liquor had been re-
sponsible for the disaster, but wished to
dispef that. He had carefully inquired
into this during the proceedings and
found that everything had been perfect-
1y satisfactory. He fixed the loss of the
‘vessel as a result of indifferent naviga-
tion.
The finding in full is as follows:

" aspect even at the outset when the cir-
cumstances to demand the exer-
cise of extra precaution, for the vessel
js found setiing out to sea under the
guidance of compasses, whose general
susceptibilities to various umex)
agencies is well recognized, and the cor-
rection of which by the usual methods
was precluded on the day of departure
owing to adverse conditions.

Periodical showers frequently ob-
scured the land as the ship journied
down the bay, but a course was never-
theless shaped to pass ten miles off Boar
Head and when the latter was abeam a
four point bearing obtained by the first
officer ' recorded the expected distance,
and the master, who had retired to his
room upon being informed took a visual
observation of the surroundings and,
finding to his expressed satisfaction that
the distance corresponded precisely with
his previous calculations, again with-
drew. ;

A slight alteration had, however, been
made in the course by the master for the
purpose of passing two and a half miles
from the buoy off Briar Island, and al-
thought it was then practically slack
water, and it has been maintained by
the captain that neither wind nor sea
affected the vessel, no allowance was

vde for a possible inset of tide in view

the approaching flood.

inder these circumstances the ship’s
.oyage was destined to be prematurely
terminated, for brief indeed was the in-
terval of time that elapsed before omin-
ous vibrations announced the melan-
choly fact that the vessel was riding on
io the reef, whereupon the master hast-
ened to the bridge and forthwith re-
versed the engines, but too late, for the
ship held fast and firm.

The court holds that the master, in
view of the uncertain weather should
have personally verified the very ques-
tionable accuracy of the bearings taken,
before attempting to navigate in such
close proximity to the reef as two and
one half miles and furthermore that it
was a physical impossibility for the ship
to traverse a distance of eight miles, on
the last stage, within the time specified.

While tenaciously maintaining that the
weather was clear from the periodical
showers, the court nevertheless holds that
the nayvigation methods which he, the
master, adopted, were extremely hazard-

ous.

It must be adequately realized that his

ill-considered actions have involved the

““total destruction of a costly vessel and
of an equally valuable cargo, but while
giving due weight to the grievousness of
this, the court is not unmindful of the
wmaster’s previous extended and untarn-
jshed record. This latter phase of the
rase has therefore entered into the court’s
deliberations and has tended somewhat
{o alleviate and temper the culpzbility
in the present instance, but the master,
David Thomson Tannock, cannot, how-
~ver, be condoned, and he is therefore
held by this court to be in default and
his certificate bearing No. 012825 is here-
by suspended for a* period of three
months, dating from Dec. 20, 1918, and
expiring March 20, 1919.

With respect to the first officer, while
it has not been shown that his observa-
tion off Boar Head was negligently or
indifferently taken, yet if viewed from
the standpoint of his subsequent actions,
the accuracy of his work is brought into
grave question, and cannot be accepted
without due reserve.

It is beyond the court’s comprehension
.how he, fully conscious of the intention
to pass two and a half miles from the
buoy, instead of exercising every pos-
isible discretion at such a crucial period,
seems, on the contrary, to have kept an
absolutely indifferent or almost worthless
lookout.

Among other things the regula-
tions provide for the establishment, by
the minister of labor, of an advisory
couneil, which shdll be called the em-
ploymentsservice council of Canada, to
assist im‘the administration of the act
and to ‘recommend ways of preventing
unemployment. ~ This council shall con-
sist of one member appointed by each of
the provineial governments, two appoint-
ed by the Canadian Manufacturers’ As-
sociationy two appointed by the Trades
and Laber; Congress of Canada, one ap-
- pointed by the railway war board, one
appointed; by the railway brotherhoods,
two aj d by the Canadian Council
of Women; one appointed by thé return-
ed soldiers and one appointed by the de-
partment ‘of seldiers’ civil re-establish-
mwent.

Confidential statements with regard to
a strike or lockout existing or threatened
may be filed at an employment office by
employes affected, and employers also
affected may file a written answer to it.

It was unanimously carried.

Prohibition of the manufacture, sale
and importation of intoxicazting liquor in
Canada was unanimously advocated on
motion of Mr. Smith, seconded by Col.
Fraser.

The meeting also favored giving re-
turned soldiers six months’ post-dis-
charge pay.

A whole sheaf of resolutions were pass-
ed. One demanded the immediate sum-
moning of parliament for the purpose of
expressing Canada’s views on the pro-
posed peace terms and the consideration
of reconstruction plans. Another de-
clared war on the proposal of the express
companies to raise their rates. There
was a vigorous protest against military
training in the schools, and against the
drafting of Canadian soldiers for service
to Siberia, coupled with a demand that
those already drafted be returned to
Canada forthwith. < X
