market is now at the height of its mid­
year activity, there being more than 100 
buyers registered at the hotels and clubs, 
and many more are headed here, fairly 
well informed of the prevailing limita- 
tjgns.

Conditions are - so drastic that it is 
commonly reported contracting for next 
year’s footwear has not, so far, been 
commensurate with the customs, nor the 
necessities, of the larger jobbing houses.

capacities up to October. The situation, 
however, is such that buying or selling 
for future delivery is generally regarded
