When roll call Tuesday morning was 
answered in the court room at Tishom- 
ing two petit jurors, Robt. Brown and 
Willie Factor,were arrested charged with 
the murder of Wm. Albertson, a grand 
juror. The scene of the murder is about 
200 yards from the capital building near 
the highway.

It is evident that Albertson made a 
desperate fight for life. When the body 
was found the hogs had eaten the face 
entirely off, his body was literally hack­
ed to pieces with knives, while his 
right hand showed three gashes on the 
oalni where he had clutched a knife to 
save himself. One gash near the spine 
showed that while he was struggling 
with one asaailant the other stabbed 
him from behind.

When arrested the petit jurors’ cloth­
ing was very bloody and their hats also. 
They stoically deny the charge. It is 
not creating as much excitement as 
would be supposed and with the tardi­
ness of the Indian courts and slack 
methods of procedure time alone can 
tell what will be done.

The McKinley Tariff,
Toronto, Nov. 28.—The new United 

States tariff is not preventing the export 
of potatoes from Ontario. In spite of the 
duty of twenty cents per bushel the 
shipments from Toronto average two 
carloads a day, each carrying about 
450 bushels.

bushel Another feature of the 
McKinley tariff is the fact that eggs are 
now coming into Toronto, instead of be­
ing sent across the border as heretofore.

Yesserday a carload of four hundred 
cases arrived here, and egg dealers and 
farmers here are preparing to ask the 
government for duty on eggs.

Killed In Collision.
Montreal, Nov. 28.—Alvin French,and 

engineer on the C. P. R, who was killed 
by a collision near Terrebonne yester­
day, was a native of New Brunswick. It 
appears that French was in charge of a 
special train, and thought he could 
reach the next station before the regu­
lar train, which had the right of way got 
there. He made a miscalculation and 
met the regular one mile east of Terre­
bonne. Before the collision French 
jumped as did his fireman. The latter 
escaped with a few bruises but French 
was instantly killed. Considerable dam­
age was done to the rolling stock.

Huniers Drowned.
Kingston, Nov. 28.—A party of three 

brothers named Watson from Bell’s 
Rapids, were hunting at Bark Lake. Two 
of them started across the lake in a 
bark canoe with a deer and two dogs, 
while the other brother in a 
log canoe followed the shore 
around the lake. When he arrived 
at the point at which they were to meet 
he could not see any sign of them. He 
then went in search of them and found 
their canoe upset with the deer under 
the thwarts and the dogs drowned still 
attached to the canoe with chains. The 
bodies of the men were not recovered.
