POOR MATERIAL.

Engineer Bell explained that he had
spent most of the day at the reser-
voir in company with Supt. Jones, and
had gone into the work and examined
the’ material very carefully.

“My opinion is,” he said, “that the
material used for puddling is no-use
for that purpose. It might do in a
wall, but not in contact with air and
water. It is absolutely necessary to
prevent all seepage. This ocpuld be
done cheaply but omly, in my opinion,
in two ways. You must build a pud-
dle wall around the reservoir, or you
must build a row of sheeting or
tongued piling -in the bank, driving
down the head to high water mark.
I do not think there is any soakage
through the bottom, if there was this
could net be done.”
