ROOSEVELT AND THE KAISER.

“Mr. Reosevelt -has steadily declined
to be quoted with reference to the im-.
pression the Kaiser made upon him,
but I shall violate no confidence,”” says
a London Daily Mail ecorrespondent,
“by saying that the ex-president has
assured a number of his Berlin com-
patriots that the Kaiser ‘simply fascin--
ated” him. From equally trustworthy
German guarters I learn that the virile
. statesman-hunter inspires the Kaiser
with similar admiration, A distinguish-
i ed « ‘official - personage, who has been
mueh in the company both of the mon-
arch and ex-president, this week says:
