The Euryalus is the flagship of the 
fleet which is coming, under the com­
mand of Rear-Admiral F. S. Inglefield.
She is a first class armored cruiser 
of what is known as the Cressy type.
The type vessel the Cressy was built 
In 1899 and is one of the fleet which is 
coming. In 1900 Çhe Hague of the same 
type was built and in 1901 the Euryalis 
was constructed. These thi^e are all in 
the fleet which is coming. In addition 
to these there are also at present In 
the British navy three others of the 
Cressy type, the Abonkia, built in 1900; 
the Bacchant!, constructed in 1901, and 
the Sutley, which was completed in 
the same year as the Cressy.

These cruisers are of 12,000 tons dis­

were built to attain a speed of 21 knots 
but have exceeded that estimate to a 
considerable extent. Under full power 
a speed of 22.06 knots was attained. 
These vessels, though described as 
cruisers are far more formidable than 
many of the older battleships and 
might even be an awkward antagonist 
for the Majestic. The Euryalus has 
four funnels, and is difficult to dis­
tinguish from the big four-funnelled 
cruisers, of the Niobe and Ariadne 
classes, which are like her outwardly, 
but which do not carry armqr on their 
sides, and are without the big guns 
she carries fore and aft. She Is armed 
with two 9.2-inch guns, virtually quick- 
firers, since they can discharge two 
shots a minute with well-trained crews, 
each shot weighing 380 pounds; twelve 
6-inch quick-firers of the latest type; 
as many 12-pounders, and thirteen 
small guns. She has two torpedo tubes, 
both under water. All her heavy guns 
are protected by 6-inch nickel-steel 
armor; her 6-inch guns are behind 5- 
inch Krupp steel ; on the side-amidships 
she has 6 inches of Krupp steel and 
stretching forward from this to the ram 
is 2 inches of nickel steel. She has 
capacity for 1,600 tons of coal, and a 
crew of 700.

Answering a question put by the court, 
Count Boni declared that he could ex­
plain clearly his animosity toward Prince 
Helie by certain documents, but that the 
intimate character of these papers pre­
vented their being made public.

At this statement Prince Halie Inter­
rupted the proceedings by crying in a 
loud voice, “Those documents are for­
geries.” Count Boni admitted that he 
had spat in Prince Hele’s face at the 
time of the encounter. He explained that 
he had not sent seconds to his cousin to 
arrange a duel, as he knew that the 
Prnce could not find anybody who would 
be willing to represent him on the field 
of honor.

Counsel for the Count declared that If 
his client had accepted the judgment of 
divorce from Madame Gould, it was be­
cause he recognized that he had wronged 
the wife whom he still respected. In 
spite of the fact that they were separ­
ated by law, Count Boni had not been 
able to restrain his indignation and anger 
when he heard that the Prince de Sagan 
was going to become the husband of the 
mother of his children, and was con­
vinced that Prince Helie could not even 
be a godfather to them. After hearing 
the testimony of several witnesses. Count 
Jean de Castellane was discharged.

Judgment in the case of Count Boni 
will be handed down later.
