1 of the problem has been con-
sidera] to be a hard nut to crack, i.eq to
breed English setters with the proper
show qualifications that sgill jned
their working ability, and could take'theiz
proper place in the field and find birds |
for their owners to shoot. In ‘the States
the solution of this problem may still be|
said to be a very doubtful issue, but in
Victoria we have evidence that breeders
have come much nearer to producing the
combination dog, i.e., a dog with the
beauty and show qualities of the bench
dog, though- still retaining the hunting in-
stinets of his ancestors, The day may
not be far distant when Eastern breed-
ers will be seeking English setters in
British Columbia instead of residents of
the latter beautiful country sending East
to try and find something that they have
in a better quality at home. TUpon these
lines did T  endeavor to place the English
setters; selecting dogs of English setter
character, yet well-knit and hardy sport-
ing dogs.. It would be very interesting
to see a team. of British Columbia set-
ters put down in the East with the best
this section could produce.

“The Gonrdon: settérs were quite a sur-
prise, the winning dogs and bitches goad
enough for the hottest of = competition.
The younger element nhas not been neg-
lected in this case either, and some of
the young ones, not old enough yet to bet
upon, will be found in the prize lists next
vear. It seems to be an acknowledged
fact that the Gordon setter is peculiarly
well adapted to the shooting . conditions
of British Columbia, which is fortunate
for a grand breed that is only to be
found now in any numbers, on this con-
tinent, in the wvieinity of Philadelphia,

Pa.
“Irish setters are also :doing well in
this vicinity, though as a whele not the
equal of the English or Gordons; still a
good many young omes are growing up
that beat - their ancestors,: and by
selecting the hest in each generation to
breed from the average quality can be
much improved. Darwin taught us.the
value of selection, the English greyhound
breeder put it more tersely, when ask-
ed by a novice how to breed winners, by
saymng: ‘Breed lots and hang lots.’

“Pointers at the Victoria show must he
designated as rather a poor lot, for noth-
ing outside of the winning dog gives
much promise of success in future com-
petition.

“Cocker spaniels appeared in goodly
numbers. and were an exceptionally good

lot, possibly with the bitches more even
as a whole than the ‘dogs. There would
also seem to be little need for the im-
portation of cockers in any quantity to
i{nprove the Western cocker, an occa-
sional dog or bitch being all that is neces-
sary for change of blood to avoid too
close inbreeding. The fashion of the
East and the fashion of the West differ,
however, somewhat in point of size. The
BEast, after coquetting with different
sizes and types for some years, has set-
tled down to breeding and exhibiting the
rather larger dog, and the very small
cocker has gone ‘out.’” The large dog is
the most useful as a sporting dog, the
smaller the favorite as a pet. Two good
old-fashioned springers were shown and
wrongly designated as field spaniels. The
Irish water spaniels, as is usual in the
West, were typical specimens, and bore
every evidence of being of the right sort.
“Collies were nicely represented, and
some old winners added more laurels to
those gained elsewhere.
went to the show to see what a good
collie looked like could carry several of
these in his mind’s eye for future refer-
ence. Great improvement has been
made in show collies as to beauty, and
coats are far more profuse as a whole
than they were twenty years ago, but
the prevailing weakness in our show
collies of the present day is a want of
soundness in legs and feet, for we have
too many crooked in front or ecrooked be-
hind. Breeders will have in the future
to look these points, for a profuse coat
will not always hide palpable defects.
“Bull terriers we may class as weak,
though there was one typical dog with
eyes too light, and one typical bitch with
dark eyes, but deficient in skull and bone.
‘“Flox terriers were a pleasure to judge,
for quite a few of the best in America
were present, besides several great Eng-
lish_winners. .The smooth division was
stronger than the wires. A very nice
Western bred dog was second in open
«dogs, and another Western bred first in
puppy dogs. Upon few breeds has so
much time and attention been lavished
as ' upon the fox terrier, and the judging
of fox terriers at most of our shows is
most likely to produce a ‘crowd.” Types
vary according to the requirements of
certain judges, but it must always be
kept in mind that the standard calls for
a dog built ‘like a cleverly-made hunter.’
“Some good breeding stock ‘is owned
by Irish terrier fanciers hereabouts, and
there is a conspicuous absence of ‘luff’ in
the coats, these hard coats mnowadays
being a priceless possession.. What seemg
most needed now in this direction is a
really good stud dog with good ears, for
the carriage of ears in the Irish terrier

. division was their weak spot.

“*Airedale terriers require to be work-
ed up, and better ones are to be seen on
the street in Victoria than those seen- in
the show building.

“Retrievers ds a whole were typical,
though they need to be bred rather finer
in head. Still it is a pleasure to record
the presence of five curlies; for.there has
been but one bitch of this variety shown
in the East of late years. A rare breed
in..-America, -but a good one; viz., the
Dandie Dinmont terrier, was upheld by
a- very “typical pair from Varncouver. A
‘goody sound team of Scotties all came
from one kennel.

“A good show was brought to a suc-
cessfull issue onf Friday night, and Vie-
toria has a right to be proud of its annual
dog 'show, for many dogs and bitches
that found ‘their way to the top had al-
ready ' qualified at big shows in Great
Britain, and again in New York, Boston,
Fniladelphia, the Toronto industrial ex-
hibition, ete. ~ Should I be lucky enough
to make another. journey to a Victoria,
B. C., show, T hope to see more terriers,
toys and miscellaneous dogs in evidence,
but 'of course in such a sporting country
the 'sporting dog is likely to hold the
balance of power.”

MOSES HAMBURGER DEAD.

Passed Away Friday, Evening—Well
Knpown in Business Cireles.

Moses Hamburger, well known in busi-
ness circles througheut the province,
passed away Friday evening at the resi-
dence of his father-in-law, Simon Leiser,
Pandora avenue. Mr. Hamburger had
been ailing for some time, nevér having
recovered from a cold contracted several
years ago while journeying over the ice
to Dawson to give testimony in a murder
trial.

He was a native of Syracuse, New
York, and was 35 years of age. Upon
coniing to this province he became asso-
ciated with Mr. Leiser in business at
Wellington, the firm name being Leiser
& Hamburger. He afterwards repre-
sented the firm at Dawson. Mr. Ham-
burger made a wide circle of friends in
the various places in which he was com-
mercially interested, and all will be pain-
ed to learn ‘of his death. - He leaves a
widow- and three children.

TOURED THE WORLD
ON A BUSINESS TRIP

The Representative of English Paper
Makers and. Wholesale Stationers
Is Visiting Victoria,

E. J. F. Scott, representing Messrs.
Lepard & Smith, Ltd.,, paper makers
ang wholesale stationers, London, Eng.,
is paying Vietoria his first business vigit.
he started out on his present tour on
the 28th of February, 1903. Going to
South Africa, he spent nine months ‘in
canvassing the biggest cities there. He
then went to Mauritius, thence to Ceyion,
to India, Pritish Burmah through the
Straits Settlements, to Java, Hongkoug,
China and Japan.

South Africa Mr. Scott found to be a
little dull. The after effects of the war
had not passed away and British com-
merce was suffering from a ring that
had been formed bétween the Engiish
snipping firms, which worked greatly to
the detriment of English houses and to
tue advantage of Americans. There wus
no preference shown for British goods,
and with the enormous disparity in rates
against them the British business repre-
sentatives found it difficult to compete
with Americans. In Madras, one of In-
dia’s big cities, Mr. Scott did as much
business as he did during the whole
time he was in South Africa.  England
controls the most of India’s trade, and
the volume between the two places is
very great.

The Oriental problem in South Africa
had not reached its acute stage when
mr. Scott was there. The mines which
had been closed down were beginning to
open up and those who had given the
Chinese a trial had found that they gave
a good deal more satisfaction than the
Kaffirs. There was strong opposition, as
it was claimed that there was sufficient
labor in the country to do all the work
offering without sending abroad for more
help. But Mr. Seott did not remain long
enough in the country to see for himself
the merits or demerits of the problem.
Just after the war there was a great
rush of freight into the country and
South Africa had not recovered from this
glut in 1903.

In Japan there was very keen compeé-
tition, .In order to do business with"a
Japanese mierchant, Mr. Scott says, a.
man has to figure on the smallest frac-
tion of a cent. Germans as well as Am-
ericans were doing a big trade with
Japan, but England’s interests in the
country were also large.

Messrs. Lepard & Smith eontrol about
half a dozen paper mills in England, and
it is in & line of goods which Canadians
do not manufacture that Mr. Scott hopes
to do busihess here. Some of these are
among the very finest produced in the
world, representing both art and a won-
derful variety. Mr. Scott will remain in
Victoria three or four days. From Vie-
toria he will go to Vancouver, thence to
Halifax. He has found in Victoria, ‘he
says, a disposition on the part of mer
chants to give British houses the prefer-
ence, and Canada was the only colony’
he found that extended this privilege to’
Great Britain. This is something whidlt
the British representative appreciate:
“Anyone,” says Mr. Seott, “who has
travelled around as much as I have can
see the force of Mr. Chamberlain’s polieyy)’
which has .jn the. past been checked
r“through thesignerance-of those at home.l

ARRANGED A SCHEDULE.

On Thursday afternoon the B. C. La-
crosse Association continued the debate
begun in the morning relative to the
schedule. The Vancouver-Advertiser, in
its report, says: (It was suggested that
exhibition matches be arranged between
the Vancouver and New Westminster
teams, and after a heated discussion, it
was finally decided to have two exhibi-
tion matches played, one in Vancouver
and the other in New Westminster, nei-
ther of which will interfere in any way
with the championship series. ThHe regu-
lar season will open at Victoria betwéen
the new Westminster and Victoria clubs.
On May 13th the Vancouver and New
"Westminster teams will play an exhibi-
tion game in the Royal City, and the re-
turn exhibition game will be played here
on June 17th. ' The clubs will divide the
receipts of thesé matches per mutual
agreement, probably on a percentage
basis.

“The first championship match between
the Vancouver and New , Westminster
teams will be played in Vancouver on
July 1st... As will be seen, the schedule
provides for 24 scheduled matches and
two exhibition matches.

“During, the season of 1905, there will
be no fieid captains allowed on the field
in British Columbia during scheduled
matches.. The matter came up at Thurs-
day's meeting, and the delegates were
of the epinion that the field captain
should be abolished for the coming sea-
son. In.the East the office of field cap-
tain has Geen abolished and the consensus
of opinipn is that the teams work better
withqut a field captain, whose presence
tends tor excite the referee, and who, as
a rule, is always interfering with the
players.

*“Another important matter dealt. with
at the meeting was the question of hav-
ing each club procure a large fire gong,
which will be used by the time-keepers
in calling time at the expiration of . the
quarters... . The delegates were of the
opinion that a gong would. be much bet-
ter thap,3 whistle, which - cannot. be

heard ywhen the crowds are cheering;and
