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The Town Elections.

The time for holding Chatham’s
civic elections is approaching, but there
does not seer to be the interest taken
in the subject which its importance
demands. In the coming civic year it
is probable that we will undertake the
construction of the proposed water and
sewerage systems, involving an ex-
penditure of ut least $100,000. It
will probably be more than that. The
Town Council whose term is about
evded has demonstrated its inability to
deal properly and practically with this
work and, judging by the field of
candidates so far announced, there is
not much to encourage the belief that
our next civic board will contain any
better material than that which we
now have,

Much is said of the fact that there
are certain big and little combinations
or cliques who are working, not with
the object of securing the services of
the best and most experienced business
men to direct Town affairs, but to elect
those who represent this or that
little interest or combination and
whose habits of life or associations—
while well enough in themselves and
quite reputable—are not such asto fit
them for properly discharging the
responsibilities involved in  their
candidature, should they be successful
at the polls..

It would be amusing, if the question
ot the mayoralty were not a serious
one to the citizens of the town, to hear
of the reasons why one gentleman was
requisitioned and then induced to re-
tire in the interest of another. It was
oot with the view of securing the best
man available, bat, according to ome
authority, to make a ward vacancy
which it was hoped would be filled by
a new mun in whose success the mani-

to another, to prevent a gentleman of
acknowledged fitness from securing the
chief magistracy.

All the wire-pulling, so far, appears
to have been of a character similar to
that which resulted in Chatham being
ashamed of the late alleged ratepayers’
meeting which voted to waste a lot of
money for the purpose of runming =
certain small pablic service in con-
nection with a large one, which the
town’s representatives have hitherto
oot been able to provide, owing to
their internal divisions over matters
which a board of geod bnsiness men
would have easily brushed aside and
proceeded to give the needed service to
the citizens,

Is it too late for the present outlook
for the composition of the next town
council to be improved ? A number of
good men are in the field, but the
danger to the town's interests appears
tolie in the fact that they are not
anited, but in their divisions are favor-
in‘ candidates who need to have their
genenl training and views of public
affairs brushed ap a bit before becom-
ing sldermen. At all events, if the
field of candidates is to remain as at
present until polling day it is to be
hoped the voting ratepayers will re-
member that it is their duty to ignere
small side issues and vote for the men
who ave, in their judgment, the best
fitted to administer town affairs as
business men ought to do. Town
money has Leen hastily and injudiciouns-
ly spent in some instances in the past.
The membeis of council have not
always scanned proposed expenditures
as they would had the money been
their own, instead of the people’s.
There seems to be too much of a dis-
position to favor men at home and
abroad who want unnecessary jobs, or
bave something to sell. We want men
ia the council who are sufficiently wide-
awake, experienced and unimpression-
ahle to resisi the blandishments of
sach people. The main duty at the
approaching election will, therefore, be
to select men who will know what the
town rejuires and go abous providing
it in an intelligent, ecouomical, practi-
cal, honest and basinesslike manner,
and who will be proof against the
encroachments and persistency of
the classes who have heretofore receiv-
ed a good deal of town money without
our being much better off for the
expenditare.

Wood Goods ia Bogland.

TheLondon Timber Trades Journal of
March 17th shows that sproce and pine
are sustsining advanced values in the
Biitish market. Freights, howerer, also
keep up which, to a considerable =xtent,
neutralise the good deal prices prevail-
ing. In its general review the “Journal”
siys:

“The spruce market is particalarly
firm ; we learn that shippers have sold all
their 3x11 for the season a* £2 per stan-
dard advance, and we believe under sur-
rounding conditions and the great demaund
for 1lia., that shippers coull have got
even more. All other sizes have likewise

been going well, and from the latest re-

ports the sales have been effected right
ap to the end of the season ; in fact, from
what we understand, nobody could con-
tract for spruce to-dsy unless it was for
the whole of the seagon’s shipment, which,

to our mind, is & stvong sssurance of a

solid market for the whole of the year.
The Government demand is one reason
for this, and even should the South Afri-

General Piet Jonbert is dead. Ho was,
next to President Kruger, the most strik.
ing figure in the Transvaal. He has
been n Boer leader for thirty years and
the head of the Boer army ever since
Kruger has been president. He was in
many waye » typical Boer, tall, burly,
brave, profoundly attached to his coun-
try, deeply religious in his own way, yet
lacking much of the ohstinacy which is
one of the unplewsant festures of the
Boer character. He was sixty-eight years
of age. He was bera in Cape Col my of
old Feench Hugenot stock, s family that
emigrated to Holland after the revocation
of the edict of Nantes snd afterwards
went to South Africa. Hoe grew up like
most other Boars, vn a farm, Even in
his later days he has worked on his farm
when the State could do without him.
From the very beginning of the Soath
Afriosn Republic Joubert’s abilities were
recogn'zed, in due conrse he became
S:ate’s Attorney and Vice-President of
the Countil. Ouece, for a short time, he
was acting president in the absence of
President Kruger, but he hus never at-
taiued his ambition to be electod presi-
dent, though once or tsice he has come
near it. Though Krager and he grew np
88 bosom friends, Joubert was Kruger's
opponent in his flzst race for the presi-
dency. He lost. Kruger polled twice as
many votes as Jonbest, and at the close
of the el:ction went up to his friend,
shook hands with him, and made him
onmmander-in-chief. And. this relation
they have maintained ever rince.

Whils Kruger is the *‘cld fox of the
Transvaal,” Joubert was ‘‘she old lion.”
Ten years younger and probably wiser
than Kroger, he has not been over-san-
guine of success in this war, knowing tha
strength of the British. ‘I leave it now
to God,” he said the other day. *‘Is may
be His will that the Tranavasl shalt
perish, I can only do my best.” Bat
Joubert's bast mesnt all that long years
of training in the German school of war
could teach him, rounded out by long ser-
vice in the field againet the natives and
the English. The whole Boer military
systewn was devicel by him, He knew
bis pevple well and they knew him, The
faith of the Boers in him was touching,
but it was not surprising, remembering
that Joubert led the Boers in three suc-
cessful attacks on the Batish, He led,
of course, at Msjuba, where he lost but
five men against 280 British ; he defe.t-
ed the British troops at L.ing’s Nek, and
he taught the rsiders a sharp lesson at
Krugersdorp.

Uuless Cecil Rhodes misrepresents the
Britich leaders who command and sre re-
sponsible for the movements of our
troops, the campaigo in South Africa is
prolunged becsuse of the chicken-hearted
policy of the British generals, It seems
that the Boers have learned to found
their policy and movements in the fieid
on the fact that the British,through their
comeeit and over-confidence in their prow-
ese, are easily led into positiocs where they
may be dealt with at leisure by the Boers
as they retire. How humiliating are such
desputches as those which stute that
British reverses have been met with only
20 miles from Bloemfuntein when the
war news, as given out led us to believe
that the troops were well on their way
towards Pictoris, with their rear and
front well guarded ! Ilere are the press
and official sccounts of the mishaps :—

Eviden'ly Col. Broadwood thought it
necessary to retreat in haste from Thata
N'chu, as he marched ail th-ough Friday
night, spparently foilowed by a _con-
siderable foroe of the enemy. Ths con-
voy and guns kmd to paws through a deep
spruit which the Boers had oecupied.

Six of twelve gnns, comprising two
batteries, all the wagons, and it is feared
many mean, fcll inta the hands of the
wily Boers, whose daring, displayed so
near Bluemfootein, shows that they are
rapidly recovering heatt after their recent
reverses,

The hope is expressel here that Gen.
Coiville will recover the convoy and guns,
bu this is hardly likely in such a difficult
country, and it is probable that the mext
news will be thut, after a stiff ight, Gen.
Colville has extricated Col. - Broadwood
from his difficult position, but failed to
retrieve the disaster,

S:vere criticisms are bheard re:a-ding
the renewal of the cld mistake of ander-
rating the Boers, and the absence of
proper precaution. No doubt the affair
will revive Boer hupes and iuspire con-
fidence among the enemy at a eritical
moment,

G:eat things are expected by the Boers
of ths new commander-in-chief, Gen.
B.tha, who has made h's reputation
wholly during the present campaign.
Foreign officers sersing with the Boers
have expressed surprise st his clever
tacties, «

The proof of continuing Boer activity
in the Free §tatg will compel greater
circamspection on the part of the British
and will probably delay the march of
Lord Rubetts nosthward.

Dotailed accounts of the fght at Kaiee
Siding estimate the Boer forces variously
from 2,000 to 5,000 men. DBrabant's
Ho-se occapied Wepener last Thursday
unopposed.

Ool. Broadwood marched to Bloemfon-
tein waterworks, south of the Modder,
where he encamped at 4 o'click this
morning.

t early dawn the camp wes shelled
by the enemy from a nesr puint. Cul.
Broadwood sent off a ccnvoy with the
batteries while the rest of the force re-
mained to act as a rear gnard,

The convoy arrived at a decp spruit,
where the Boers were concesled, and the
entire body walked into ambush and were
captured. together with six guns,

The loss of life was not greut since
most of the British had walked into the
tzap before a shot was fired.

Gen. Colville’s divirion, which left
Bloemfontdin early this morning arrived
at noon and are now shelling the Boere.

- Benjamin Marsden.

The later life of Benjamin Marsden snd
its conoection with the esrly history of
Nova Sootis was the theme of Rev. W.
Q. Raymond’s paper before the Novas Scotis
Historical Soeiety 'Tuesdsy. Mr. Ray-
mond’s psper described the conditions
existing in this province after 1782 and Mr.
Mursdeu’s association with the rspid growth
of Shelburne. At one time it was fondly
boped that this towo would be the metro-
polis of America, but something miscarried
in the plans and the pipulation onee about
12,000 iu thz bosm times has nos dwindled
to about one-sixth that number.

Marsden surveyed the town of Shelburpe
under a commission from the Hon, Charles
Mofris, and labored there with more or less
success uut:l sworn in _as s justice of the
peace by Governor Purr, He did not long
evjoy this mark of favor, for falling into the
bad graces of his patrons, he was soon com-
pelled to leave, Sir Jobn Wentworth, then
governor of New Bruuswick, made Marsden
his cocfilential sgent and deputy-sheriff for
the cousty of Northumberland: He wearied
of these quiet duties snd returning to
Eogland joined an expediffon to colonize
Sierra Leove. The expedition was s failare
and Marsden, contracting fever, died there,
probably the fi:st msn from Nova Scotis to
die in Africs.,—Ialifax Chronicle 29th Mch,
