VISIT STRENGTHENS
PEACE OF EUROPE

A Friendly Agreement s the
Probable Outcome

Although No Formal Anglo-Russlan Alliance
Will be Made Many Important
Matters Will he Arranged.

o

LONDON, June 9. — Foreign Secre-
tary Grey’'s arnouncement in the
House of Commons that no negotiations
for new treaties would be initiated
during King Edward's visit to Reval,
put an end, for the time being, to the
talk of a probable triple alliance be-
tween France, Russia and Great Bri-
tain, but it did not affect the hope of
those Englishmen who are desirous of
closer relations between these three
powers that important diplomatic con-
sequences will result from the meet-
ing in Russia today of King Edward
and Emperor Nicholas and their re-
spective foreign advisors. There is no
secret made of the fact that Sir Char-
les Harding and M. Iswolsky at Reval
is for the purpose of discuseing ques-
tions that have arisen out of the con-
vention which put an end to the re-
criminations between Russia and Great
Britain over Persia, Tibet and Afghan-
istan, but more particularly the pre-
sent unsatisfactory estate of affairs in
Persia. The good effects of this agree-
ment already have been shown in the
speedy ending of the threatening fron-
tler war on the Indian border, a sit-
uation which in the old days of sus-
picion and enmity between Russia and
Great Britain might have 1led to an
Afghan war. The unanimity of the
two governments in dealing with Per-
sia also has proved the stability of this
agreement, but the shifting conditions
in Persia make necessary a thorough
thrashng out of this question.

Another more difficult question — one
that might be resented by the.other
powers did they know it was receiving
attention—is the Macedonian affair. It
is hoped that this can be settled by
the cordial co-operation of Russian
and British diplomacy.

Following so soon upon the visit to
Englani of President Fallieres of
France, it is hard to disabuse the pub-
lic mind of the feeling that King Ed-
ward’s trip to Reval has also some re-
lation at FEuropean affairs, and as an
actual alliance is considered impossi-
ble at present, serfous thought is being
given to the suggestion that this ex-
change of visits signifies that Great
Britain’s policy in Europe wlll, in the
fature, follow closely that of the dual
alliance, France and Russia.

A cloge observer of Anglo-Russian
relations summed up the probable re-
sult of today’s meetings in the follow-
ing wods:

“That King Edwad’'s visit will have
diplomatic consequences may be taken
for granted, but the interviews be-
tween King Edward and Emperor
Nicholas will contain no threat for
neighboring!countries. They are rather
a friendly completion of the Anglo-
Russian agreement, proof of the spirit
in which it is to be observed by the
parties to it."”

THREE PROPELLORS ON

Unless Copyright Laws are
Amended

Resolutions Passed Which Wili
Many U. S. Companies Away
from This Territory

NEW YORK, June 10—The authority
acquired by the new National, Associa-
tlon of theatre producing managers,
which now includes practioally all the
prominent managers in all branches of
the business, is exemplified by the pas-
sage of a series of resolutions which
will mean the abandonment of the en-

tire Dominion of Canada as a field for '
American theatrical enterprises unless

certain concessions are made before
May 1909. The resolutions recite a long
list of drawbacks to the profitable ex-
ploitation of American theatrical enter-
prises in Canada, though that gountry
is mainly dependent for theatrical en-
tertainment on the managers- and pro-
ducers of the United States. The chief
drawback is that a playl copyrighted
here and in Great Britain remains pub-
lic property in Canada, unless also
specificially caopyrighted there. More-
over the copyright law of Canada cov-
ers all other sorts of work specificially
without mentioning dramatic produc-
tions. The laxity of the law results in
innumerable piracies. The resolutions
provide for the complete abandonment
of all Canadian towns unless the copy-
right laws are amended by May 1, 1909.

Big Purses Offered—Directors of the
Trotting Park Want Change Made
in the Clrcuit.

FREDERICTON, N. B, Juna 10, —
Directors of the Fredericton 'Trotting

'GEORGE CONNOLLY
JUMPED FROM BOAT

Suicide of Young Man in the
Norih End Today.

Forensea lie Sought Death—Narvous

George Connolly, who was born on
th_e day of the St. John fire, Jung 20,
1877, committed suicide at Indiantown
tkhis forenoon by drowning. Mr. Con-
nolly was a popular young man and
for some years had worked as a bar-
ber in the Royal Hotel shop. A few
vears ago he left St. John ,ha.vi'ng ob-
tained employment at Sackville, but
since that time has made occasional
visits to this city., He came down
quite recently and has been living
with friends on Adelaide street. This
forenoon, accompanied by his niece,
who is a daughter of Mr. and Mrs.
Thomas Cosgrove, he went on board
the Indiantown ferry boat E. Ross,
with the evident intention of going to
Miiford. While on the way across he
jumped overboard. Captain Mabee,
who is in charge of the ferry for the
time being, put forth every effort to
rescue the young man and actually
got tke boat right alongside of him
so that Connolly was within arm’s
length, but before he coild be grasp-
ed he sank. He also refused to"take &
line thrown within his reach and a
pike pole which was stretched towards
him. This afternoon a number of
North End men are in the river grap-
pling for the body.

Connolly had keen subject to ner-
vousness which was the cause of his
return from Sackville about a month
ago. He had been under treatment by
Dr. McInerney and had seea the doc-
tor the day before yesterday. His
trouble was not considered as of a
serious nature but his action this
morning was probably due to depres-
sion. The little girl, Dorothea Cos-
grove, who was with him on the boat
at the time, returned home in such a
confused and excited state—being only
8 little more than four years old—that
she was unable to tell much of the
occurrence. It is stated that before he
jumped overboard Connolly handed her
his watch and chain.

Later. This afternoon the little girl
was able to tell more of the tragedy.
She says that on the boat Connolly
itold her he was going to jump over-
{ board. This made her cry, but some-
i one else said her uncle was only jok-
i ing. She, however, caught hold of his
i coat, but when he ‘pulled on it she
slipped and fell on the deck, and he
jumped over.

H. P. Bel+
mont died at his home at Hempsiead,
Long Island, this morning.

Mr. Eelmont had been seriously ill
only about a week.
