MUCH WATER GOES T0
WASTE IN ST, JOHN

Suggestion That Meters Shall
he Generany Used

P

But There is Not Much Reason for This as,

tfe Supply is Abundant—The
Leakage Loss,

s

At the present ti it takes about
two hundred gallons of water per day
to supply each person in St. John with
the fluld they require.

This does not mean that everyone
from the smallest' infant to the oldest
inhabitant actually uses that amount
every day. The amount of water com-
ing through the mains
amounts to that large figure.

How large the allowance is may be
better judged when it is stated that
the usual average in large cities is
about one-tenth of that amount or 20
gallons per head. E'ven this might seem
a 'liberal allowance for a city with
St. John’s reputation. This average in-
cludes however, the quantity used for
manufacturing purposes, which is large
the quantity used for watering the
streets, which is not any larger than it
ought to be and a quantity used for
other general purposes in addition to
that devoted to satisfying thirst for
purposes of cleanliness.

‘When other cities manage to get
along on twenty gallons per head it
does look as if St. John does\not need
two hundred.

Tha explanation lies-in the fact that

however,

about one hundred and eighty gallons |

per head goes to waste every day.
At present the watér works officials
explain this by referring to the fre-
quent and numercus breaks as well

as the constant leakage throughout the |

system of mains due to the increased
pressure since the city was connected
with Loch Lomond, When the ad-
ditional supply was laid on, pipes,
which had withstood the former pres-
sure well enough, began to break and
have been breaking at regular inter-
vals ever gince. In addition to the
breaks which are large
draw immediate attention there is a
constant leakage which is not so read-
ily discovered. There are many placeg
in St. John where, owing to the forma-
tion of the soil, a small break might
occur and a large quantity of water
drain away without givitg any evi-
dence of the fact cn the surface- Again
along the supply bpipes there are in
many places owing to the heavy pres-
sure constant leakages going on at
the joints of the pipe. And all goes
to raise the flgures cn the city’'s water
meter.

There is another reason for the large
figures also and it is one the import-
ance of which is not often apparent
to the persons who are responsible for
it. Thig is the faste at the taps in Te-
sidences.

Although when it comes to notice, the
water department dces all in its pow-
er to discourago the practice yet it
is quite a common habit to leave the
water running at the taps.

In winter this is done quite regu-
larly in some ses to keep the water
from freezing. the summer it is
done so that the water will not stand
in the pipes, and so a fresh coal sup-
ply may be instantly avallable.

At other times it is done accidentally.
Taken all in all the amount that goes
to waste in this way would surprise
most people if they had the figures of
the quarterly board.

In many cities this wasting of water
has become such a serious problem
that it has been met by putting meters
on every residence and making the
householders pay for the actual quan-
tity used instead of so much per an-
num as is the case her2.

It has been suggested that such a
plan might be adopted in St. John.

In Halifax. also, this plan has been
suggested and the city is discussing the
value and the disadvantages of the
plan.

It is true that such an arrangement
would lessen very materially the quan=-
tity of water required for the city sup-
ply. It is equally true, however, that
the saving would not be desirable if
made at too great cost to the people.
There is no,_greater safeguard to the
health of a city than aa unlimited
supply of fresh, pure water, and any-
thing that would tend to limit its use
even if it did make a noticeable sav-
ing in the cost of operating the water
department woutd be very carefully
scerutinized before being put ‘into ef-
fect.

in certain factories in this city
where a large quantity of water is
used the meter plan is adopted. To
put one of these instrumants on every
house in St. John that used water
would cost at a very moderate esti-
mate $50,000. This expenditure would
not be favorably viewed by the citizens
who would have to pay the bills.

As long as St. John has as large a
supply of water as it has in propartion
to its population this is not one of the
bogies that need alarm the citizens.
