Institute meeting was held at Carling-!
ford, Andover, on Wednesday evening!
and was fairly well attended. Thos.

liminary remarks introduced J. Baxter, '
who said that he had selected the'
speeches for the Farmers’ Institute
and the subject for the evening was
Manures and Fertilizers. Good farm-|
ing consisted of raising large crops;
every year and leaving the land in a:
better condition than before. Big*
¢rops meant big incomes and no crops
menit no incomes. They all knew
that e ashman travelled around the
Cowi and shipped away three or
fou: s of ashes every year, He
thouc it 1 { was a great mistake, He
bought ashes himself sometimes and
advised his brother farmers not to sell
ashes. Donald Innes (except to Bax-
ter). Mr. Baxter then helped the chair-
man out by making known the speak-
ers, a programme not being at hand.
L. Stevenson of Trout River, Que.,
tken took up his subject, Manures and !
Fertilizers. He assured his hearers
that it gave him pleasure to be with
them that night. It was the first time
he had been down in the province and
the more he saw of the province the
bettér he liked it. He could judge by
the appearances of the province ag to
its adaptability to agriculture, He had
decided that New Brunswick was'a
lumbering province. Just as soon as
farmers turned their attention from
lumbering to farming he looked for
even greater success. He thought the
farmers of this county would combine
nearly all the lines of agriculture,
horse raising, stock and dairying, the
raising of sheep, poultry, grains and
fruit and these should be articles |
which should command the highest:
prices in the markets of the world. In‘
this great age of competition with our!

He had given agri-
culture quite a study and aimed to put
in practice the lessons he had learned,
and the experience he had gained help-
ed him very much to know hig own
business.

Farming was like other
businesses, if & merchant did not re-
plenish his stock in trade he had_ no-

ly replacing and keeping his shelves
full. The soil is the farmer's stock in
trade and by replacing the lcgs en-
tailed by taking off crops, he not only
feeds himself and gets his own living,

animals required different food, Nit~-
rogen, phosphoric acid and potash were
th= true agents of the soil and there
was a law in nature in this world
that we cannot get something for no-
thing. If we expect to raise great for-
age crops from our soil we have to
feed the plant, both roots and grain, if
We want to work satisfactorily, eco-
nomically and profitably. Good crops
made good manure and good manure
made good crops. The value of plants
and grain and forage was the value of
plant food which they contained and
the value cf them to the land is what
they contain. Some plants take con-
siderable phosphoric acid and nitro-
gen, the cotton seed, for instance, tak-
ing more of nitrogen and phosphoric
acid thun any other crop and fits feed-
ing value was the highest of any food.
It -was good policy to use those foods
which contained the greatest per cent-
age of nitrogen, phosphoric acid, pot-
ash or-ash for some valued constitu-
ents remained after feeding and the
manure heap was the farmer’s bank.
Wherever manure was kept under cov-
er there was always prosperity around
that place. The farmers of Canada
were losing thousands of dollars each
Year by not taking care of the manure
heap properly and there are thousands
of dollars unnecessarily pald for com-
mercial fertilizers by permitting waste
from barn yards in wash and manure
heating. The best money investment
was to keep manure under cover.
Manure was a great help in times of
drought as it helped to conserve mois-
ture. Stock ra r was the means of
getting mas i the first thing to
do was to 1mazlo the stock pay for its
keep and not nay for its keep,
but give a 1 Every ton of hay
we sold conta I §3.40 worth of fer-
tilizer, oats $8.72; and wheat $9.86 and
that has been proved by chemical
analysis. Now if we feed this to stock
pn our farms we put that back. An-
other way of keeping the
farm in a  state of fertility
was the plowing in of green crops and
he thought it was a system that could
be followed up here with great advan-
tage. In ploughing down clover you
may lose a season’s crop or you may
not. Humus was what the soil lacked
more than anything else, and if a soil
lacked nitrogen it does not give such
large crops. The land should give six
tons of clover to an acre, and the value
was §2.50 per ton. Millet was cheaper
than clover, and six tons per acre was
a small av«.:2e, and by ploughing un-
der it wiil more than repay for many
years to come: One essential thing in
farming was to know how to save
maniu=s, and the use of gypsum was of
great use as an absorbent. Commer-
cial fertilizer was a very good thing
in its place, and a good thing to start
8 crop, especially where you cannot
get clover to catch. One of the pri-
mary. factors was to get humus into
the soil; all mofl wanted humus. The
cost of commercial fertilizers made
their use objectionable, but heets,
mangels, potatoes, turnips, carrots and
corn were greatly benefite@ by their

use. If you have humug'in your soil

as a result of the ploughing under of
green crops, then the use of commer-
cial fertilizers and highly concentrated
manures was made. profitable, as they
stimulated the little roots and sent
them right ahead. Commercial fertil-
izers were valuable if they were used
in that way, but not very good results
were obtained from them on grain.
All plants took their nourishment in a
liquid form. The rain loosens up and
makes soluble the ingredients in the
soil, and in dry seasons humus furnish-
ed and retained the moisture. Mr.
Stevenson then recommended the seed-
ing of clovers with grain crops. On
his own farm, in seeding down wheat
he used five or six pounds of clover, a

| peck of timothy and two pounds of
-alsike. Mr. Innes asked if clover was

winter killed, whether we received
value from the roots than remained in
the ground in a case of new seeding.
Mr. Stevenson said it depended on how

. high the plants were. The roots went

down deep, and if the plants were a
foot high the roots would be as thick
asg his little finger. In September on
his farm the plants were at least a foot
high. Mr. Stevenson said the heaving
of gravel soills in winter was greatly
responsible for winter killing, as it
broke the young roots, but clover was
only a two year old plant, and peaple
need not expect that they were going
to have clover after that,

N. Dow of Woodstock was the next
speaker. He said that he owed the
people an apology for coming there to-
night, 48 he knew that they expected
something better in a man whose place
he had come to fill, who was more used
to institute work. There was a strong
tendency to minimize the importance
of institute work among the farmers.
They thought that the men who ad-
dressed them were paid for their work
and all they had to do was to tell their
little story. He, however, knew the
people of New Brunswick had been
imposed upon. He knew the local con-
ditions and had an idea of the financial
standing of the people, and knew how
much they could stand in the way of
an outlay upon their farms. In the
last twelve years he had attended all
the meetings that he possibly could
attend, and knew the fault of the peo-
ple of the west who came here to give
us information on how to make dairy-
ing pay and how to make crops grow
the best. The expense which our farm-
ers would be under would require from
one to two thousand dollars to work
with. He had been with Mr, Stevenson
two nights cnly, and he had not heard
him tell the people te lay out much
money, and anyone could hnprov.e on
the lines of his suggestions. Mr. Dow
then went on to speak of seed and seed
seloction. He had been for gwo ylars
seée@ seocetary to the show at Wood-
stock. The object of seed shows was to
have farmers bring out on a certain day.
a. sample of seed grain and roots that
t¢hey had to sell and show it at the
fair. The samples of grass seeds at
Woodstock made a very -creditable
show and Mr. Clark from Ottawa came
down to prize these seeds, and {n his
report sajd that the improvement in
the quantity and quality in the grain
and grass seeds showed marked im-
brovement and is away dhead of last
Year’'s show and was much surprised.
There s a farmer in Victoria county
Wwho improves his seed systematically,
and people used to abuse him and say
that he had picked his grain for ex-
hibition purposes, but that was not so.
If he got the prizes it was simply be-
Bause it was a great deal better than
anything that was there. He thought
great beneflts could be derived from
establishing a seed show at Andover,
and he would suggest the first of
March as being the best time to hold
it. They could then show the sam-
ples of grain that they had for sale
or exchange. Should seed be improv-
ed ? A farmer here ciaimed since he
went into the work that his average
yield had increased 30 per cent from
year to year by cleaning his grain and
selecting the best heads on an acre to
make a plot for another year. In this
way he improved his seed so that it
increased 30 per cent. Is that worth
while when it took only three or four
days’ work In the year? On the
face of it there was printed success,
and it was rsomething which all farm-
ers should give their immediate atten-
tion. Keep your boys on the farm.
You cannot drive a boy any more than
you can a hog; coax him along; get
the boys interested and they will take
hold and be of great help to the far-
mer. He did not think it was possible
for a farmer to think too much of him-
self, but to think that he was at least

as good as any other man, and a

credit to the community in which he
lived instead of a scab. A good many
drove boys away from the farm on ao-
count of representing the work on the
farm to be a degrading work. Boys
should be brought up to think that the
work was at leagst honorable, and nine
boys out of ten would like to be hon-
orable; they would like to be some-
body in the community. The Domin-
fon of Canada would not be worth 30
cents were it not for its mines, fish-
eries, lumber Industries and products
of the farm. The fisherles were worth
something about twenty millions a
year; mines, sixty millions; fruits of
the forest, eighty. and the products of
the farm, 320 millions,’and it will be
seen that the wealth of the country
lies mostly in the farms. Mr. Dow
then went on to give a few hints on
butter making. He said he had the
poorest chance of .any boy that.ever
started in the work. He never even
attended a dadry school. Success in
butter making was due to having a
liking for the business and taking an
interest in it. If you want to be suc-
cessful in butter making you must
have something to do it with. You
cannot do it with only two or three
cows making butter a part of the year
and being dry the other part. 1In
making butter to sell find out the pro-
per balance ration and feed them pro-
perly. <Cleanliness wes the first thing
and the old pan system walting un-
til the cream rises made the cream
too ol before working it, and ome of
the malin things was to get quite a
quantity to make and use the advano~
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ed method of making it. The country
had improwed wonderfully in butter
making and at the fair at Woodstock
private dairy workers had got as high
a8 96 or 97 points. It was useless to
endeavor to make a success of butter
making to suit the general public and
he bad heard of pesople who object
even: to creamery butter, because it did
not suit their taste. Find out a cus-
tomer for your butter and then study
the peculiarities of their taste and en-
deavor to suit it. The farmers nee{!-
ed educating along the lines of feed-
ing, but it d4id not pay to feed cows
when oats were 30 or 40 cents a bushel.
Balance up with some other grain in
different proportions to suit the milk
and you do not have any waste. Peas,
oats, wheat and bariey mixed and
sown together made an excellent ra-
tion for feed in the fall. Cotton seed
resudts in feeding and
gave value also in manure. In con-
ciuding Mr. Dow, spoke of being pleas-
ed at coming to .Andover and of see-
ing friends which he had made yvhlle
he was here. D. Innes them gave a
vivid description of his methods in ob-
taining the best seeds and of his suc-
cesses as a prize winner. Mr, Baxter
then spoke of the Sir Wm. Macdonald
schools and urged the farmers to take
agricultural papers and concluded with
an earnest plea for farmers to join the
agricultural society. Votes of thanks
were tendered to the speakers, God
Save the King was sung and the
meeting terminated.

this occasion to vote for the liberals,
and not upon any ‘grounds of public
policy.

this, perhaps the greatest, crisis in her
history.
