World’s Oldest Legislator

* he tried to answer a question addressed
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Passes Peacefully Away at
His Home in Fredericton---
Mind Active to the Last---
His Life Story as Told by
Himself for The Telegraph.

Fredericton, N. B., Aug. 20—(Special)—
Hon. Senator Wark, the world's oldest
parliamentarian, is no more. The angel
of death entered his bed chamber at 840
o'clock this ‘morming and took his eoul
from earth. The aged senator retained
consciousness to the last moment and
passed away without the slightest sign of
suffering.

Dr. Crocket, his family physician, Rev.
Willard MacDonald, his spiritual advieer,
and members of his household were at
the bedside when dissolution came.

1t had been known for some time that
the semator was nearing the end of his
long career, yet the announcement of his
death this morning created considerable
surprise and the ead event has been the
leading tapic for conversation about the
city today. Expressions of regret that
Fredericton’s oldest and most distinguish-
ed citizen has passed away are heard on
all sides.

His Last Illness.

The aged senator had a bad attack of
illness during the hot weather early in
July but seemed to rally from its effects
and his physician and relatives were hope-
ful that he would continue in enjoyment
of good health for some time yet.

His last illnéss dates back about ten
days. He began to show signs of grow-
ing weakness and was obliged to keep to
his bed. Since that time Dr. Crocket
has been in daily attendance upon the
distinguished patient but despite the most
skilful nursing he coutinued to lose
strength. He had no ‘bodily ailment and
was entirely free from suffering all
through his illness. He demeanor was
bright and cheerful and his mind appar-
ently as active as ever. During last week
he wrote several letters to {riends, by
dictation, and chatted freely on current
topics with members of his household.

About 5 o'clock this morning he took a
serious turn and his pastor and family
physician were soon at the bedside .in
response to a message and remained with
him until the end.

A quarter of an hour before his death

to him by Dr. Crocket but his words were
tnaudible. At 8.40 o’clock he passed away
as peacefully as one falling asleep.

Senator Wark was born on February
19, 1804, and was therefore one hundred
and one years and six months old on Sat-
urday last. He is survived by one daugh-
ter, Miss Helena Wark, who resided with
him, and a nephew, Joseph Wark, who
resides in Jowa. Hon. Charles Burpee,
ex-stnator of Sheffield, is a nephew of gle-
ceased by \marriage. Mrs. Wark died
about ten years ago. o

No_ announcement has yet been made
in regard to the funeral but it will prob-
ably take place on Wednesday afternoon
and will be simple in character. The
body will be interred in the family lot in
Forest Hill cemetery.

In St. Paul's Presbyterian church,
where the deceased had worshipped dur-
ing his residence here, announcement of
his death was made at this evening's ser-
vice and prayers were offered for the
family. The annual Sunday school picnic,
to have been held Tuesday, has been post-
poned on account of his death.

HIS LIFE STORY

WRITTEN BY HIMSELF

«J was born,” wrote Senator Wark, “on
the 19th February, 1804, in the County‘of
Donegal (Ire.), five miles from the city
of .Londonderry. In my fifth year 1 was
eent to the parish &chool. The teacher
taught reading, writing and a little arith-
meti¢, but nothing more. A few families

.who could afford it had employed a bet-

ter scholar at their own cost, and in my
eighth year I was sent to this school,
where I commenced my education in Eng-
lich grammar, with which the teacher was
well acquainted. Unfortunately, however,
he did not have the gift of teaching, for
1 remember that when we came to the
conjugation of verbs we ekipped them, yet
he expected that when we were called to
parse a sentence that we could. tell the
mood or tense of a verb, when as a mat-
ter of face we were ignorant of them.
“] could commit to memory with great
facility and could repeat Murray’s Intro-
duction from the beginning of orthography
to the end of eyntax, but never having

ahad the meaning of a. eingle definition ex-

plained to me I was totally ignorant of
the meaning of it. I came to the con-
clusion from that experience that a child
should never be set ‘to commit anything
to memory without first understanding its
meaning. Our teacher died, and I was
afterwards sent to a private school kept
by our Presbyterian minister.

To New Brunswick in 1825.
#\When I reached my sixteenth year, my

* elder brother left home for the TUnited

b

States and I was taken from school. My
oldest brother had entered the service of
the Hudson Bay Company, and did not
wish me to give up my studies as he hoped
that when old enough he would get me a
eituation in the company’s gervice, I
therefore, helped on the farm and went
to schoo] alternately, and I was well qual-
ified for a clerkship, when I received a
Jetter from him in the fall to prepare to
join him the next spring. Soon after that
word came that the Hudson Bay Company
had joined the Northwest Company ‘and
that the nmew company would have more
gervants than they required, and conse-
quently there would be no room for me.
“A¢ the end of my twenty-first year I
came to New Brunswick. That was in
1825. At that time New Brunswick had
two great industries, namely, ship build-
ing and the shipping of pine lumber. The
province had only 74,000 inhabitants, but
it was a hive of industry. I found, how-
ever that clerks were not wanted, but
men {o work at manual labor. There was
plenty of employment in the shipyards

and good wages prevailed. I worked in a |
chipyard during the first fall and winter
and the next year I helped to build a
brig at Dorchester. The year following I
helped to build a schooner at Moncton, or
rather at the Bend, where Monecton now
stands. When the schooner was finished
I painted her, and as the owner wanted
to go to sea in her he engaged me
to take charge of his store and keep his
books, which I did for a time.

Ags School Teacher and Merchant |

““I'he achool at that place was then va-|
cant and I engaged with them as a teacher |
and taught there for the two years follow- |
ing. There was no Presbyterian church |
there and having heard that there was one |
at Richibueto I wrote to the minister who |
encouraged me to move. I taught school
at Richibucto for eight years, commencing
with twenty-eight pupils, only a few of
whom could read.. When I gave up school |
I had over' sixty pupils, some of whom 1
had taught all the usual English branches
but geometry, algebra, trigonometry, men-
euration and navigatioh, but I found I‘
was doing too much for one person. |

“My health began to fail and I had to |
give up teaching. I then engaged in mer- |
cantile business at Richibucto and continu- |
ed in it thirty out of the forty years 1i
spent at that point. I did not confine my- f
self wholly to that, however, but got a|
farm and took great pleasure in raising|
good crops and owning good animals. The |
most valuable service I rendered the ag-|
ricultural interests was bringing Prof.|
Johnson to the province. He was an ag- |
ricultural chemist occupying about the|
same standing in Great Britain that Liebig
did in Germany. I had noticed in a paper |
that he was coming to visit the United |
States and I moved an address to the|
lieutenant governor asking him to invite |
Prof. Johnson to visit this province and |
report on ite agricultural capabilities. As|
a result of this action Prof. Johnson visit- |
ed New Brunswick and his report proved
of great value. A large edition was printA
ed at first and afterwards a second edition |

L of 10,000 for circulation in Great Britain.

Electad M. P. P. for Kent.

“In 1842 the people of Kent elected me
to represent that county in the house of
aseembly, my colleague being the late
Honorable Judge Weldon. The first vote
I gave in the house was to place Mr.
Weldon in the speaker’s chair. This left
me alone to represent the county in the
active work of the house and its commit-
tees, and as a result gave me very much
extra work. At that time Kent sent only
two members, while other counties had
four or five. We had some ocommittees
in the house composed of & member from
each county, and as a result I had to serve
on them all, while the members of the
large counties could divide the work. Be
sides that, I took part in 2ll the legisla-
tion on agriculture and education which
came up during all the time I sat both in
the assembly and legislative council, and
when I left the countil I was a meémber of
both the prowvincial board of agriculture
and the senate of the university.

Father of Important Legislation,

“In 1847 a large majority of the repre-
gentatives in the three parliaments in the
North American provinces were extreme
protectionists, those who favored a revenue
tariff being in the minority. After several
lengthy debates, I moved a resolution that
an act should be passed authorizing the
governor, by proclamation in the Royal
Gazette, to admit goods, the growth-and

Ottawa, Aug. 90— (Special)—Hon. R. W.
Scott, secretary of state, this morning re-
ceived a telegram from Dr. Crocket, of
Fredericton, stating that Senator Wark
passed peacefully away at 8.40. Deceased
was, with the exception of Senator Miller,
the last surviving senator called to the

a man of calm and serene disposition,
which in no small degree was due to the
care with which he dieted himself.
Senator Wark was very ecrupulous in
his attendance both at meetings of the
cenate and of the standing committees of
which he was a member. The session De-
fore last witnessed his final appearance
in Ottawa, when he remained until late
in June. Those who were present at the
presentation of a portrait to him last year
to commemorate his 100th anniyersary will
recall his calm and dignified behaviour
and his Teverent acknowledgement to the
Giver of all good for the favors which
had been extended to him. None who
heard Senator Wark on that occasion but
were impressed with the depth and
strength of his religious beliefs.
Speaking of the Jate Senator Wark,
Hon. W. R. Scott said today: “He was
a man of very broad and liberal views,
and as evidence of that ae early as 1847
he introduced legislation in the New
Brunswick legislature which authorized
the lieutenant-governor by proclamation
.to admit the products of any other colony
duty free on,such colony reciprocating.
“Thus as early as 1847 he announced
himself favoreble to the principle of free
trade between the colonies. After he en-
tered the senate his views were still
further broadened and he always sup-
ported the policy of free trade within the
empire. The late Semator Wark was a
man of remarkable equinamity. He rarely
or never allowed himself to express an
angry word or in debate use any sharp
| or cutting expressicn, in fact I do not
| recall his ever having done so. This
evenness of temperament was his ruling
sharacteristic. As a consequence he was
liked by both sides of the house and had
no political enemies. .
“Those who listened to his addresses
invariably recognized that he was speak-

The
resolution passed at once, and was report-
ed to the house, which accepted it and
ordered the committee of trade to prepare
a bill giving effect to it. I think this was
the most valuable service I ever rendered
to the North American provinces.

“The Nova Scotia legislature, which was
then in session, was informed of New
Brunswick’s action, and that province im-
mediately passed a similar bill, but the
larger province of Canada, including what
is now Onmtario and Quebec, refused to
exchange manufactures with us. As a re-
sult, we had to revise our legislation, and
this policy was not carried into effect
until 1849,when a proclamation was issued.
Under this act all the products of the
farm, the forest, the mine and the fisher-
ies passed freely from province to prov-
ince from that date to the time we entered
confederation; and the only change then
made in the free trade betwcen the prov-
inces forming the confederation was that
manufactures were added to the list.

“Qur American neighbors up to the time!
this act came into effect, in 1849, were

treated the same as the other provinces
had been, but now they had to pay duties,
and as a result the United States was
found ready to enter into reciprocity, a
treaty for which was made. in 185% and
continued in force until 1860.”

; “In explanation of the above narrative,
it might be stated that the Honorable Mr.

Wark was not only elected to the New!

Brunswick house of assembly in 1842 but
again in 1846, and sat eight years in that
house. He was then appointed to a scat
in the legislative council, which he filled
for 18 years, during which he was part
of the time a member of the executive
government, and at one time receiver
general of the province. As stated above,
he was summoned to a seat in the senate
of the dominion in 1867, at the time of

cenfederation, which position he has occu-|

pied ever since. In the Senate he has

served on the committee of banking and
commerce, which also has charge of rail-|
ways, and in joint committe of both |
houses on printing and libraries, etc. He|

took an active part in reforming the edu-

cational institutions of New Brunswick|

when the legislature substituted for King's
College the University of New Brunswick;
and he was for 20 years a member of the
senate of the university, which conferred
on him the degree of doctor of laws.

“In 1860, the Honorable Mr. Wark mar-

ried Elizabeth ‘Annie Burpee, who was

born in Sheffield (Eng.), and whose family |
is an old provincial one, having come here !
