William J. Noble SaysNo Maine
Logs Will Be Floated Down
St. John River if Agreement
is Defeated.

Fredericton, N. B., Sept 5 —W. J.
Noble, a prominent York county jumber-
man, who. operated for Cushing & Com-
pany in Northern Maine and who has
been a life-long Conservative, has come out
flat-footed for reciprocity. In an inter-
view with your correspondent, he said that
he had been lumbering in Maine for eigh-
teen years, and hedicut as high as twenty
two million feet of lumber in a single sea-
son.. He bought most of his hay in Que-
be¢ and paid duty on it. Last year he
ised 100 tons and it cost him $400 in duty.
He also_took horses ‘over from the (Cana-
dian ;side and hdd to pay uponthem, if
he brings the horses home in the spring
and returns with them m fall he has to
pay duty again.

“You will searcely: believe me when I
say,” he ‘added, “T paid duty on the same
pair of horses no less than five times.
Even then I find it cheaper to take hroses
Canada’ “for my lumbering opera-

rom
tions.”

Mr, Noble said:. that he intended to
;cperste in Maine ‘this winter, but he said,
| “My concern’ will make no contracts with
! their operators until after September 21st.
Ii. Reéciprocity wins; I expect to get §1.25
more per: thousand for my logs, and make
a saving tender on my supplies.

Speaking of the effect of the repeal of
the Pike ‘law, he predicted that in three
years, unless reciprocity carries, there will
not be a  stick of American lumber come
down the Bt. John River. He added that
ladt season there was twenty-three million
feet of logs cut in Maine for mills in St
John and Fredericton,
