Dear 'Trisune,—Preparations for the
International Peace Jubilee go steadily
forward. Mere figures cannot convey an
idea of the giant nature of this enterprise ;
but as Californians get an approximate
estimate of Yo Semite trees by drivinga
horse through their knot-holes, so we may
infer the cost of the projected ** Coliseum”’
from the contractor’s figures for building
the bridges to it over Huntington avenue
and Newton street, viz., one hundred
thousand (100,000) dollars. Messrs. J. H.
Wileox & Son have the contract for build-
ing the Great Organ, which is expected to
be the largest in the world. 1ts keys and
register will have the pneumatic lever, and
the key board will communicate with the
organ by electricity. Of the myriad
singers and performers, the leviathan gush
of melody, and the rippling ecurrent of
greenbacks to flow from this appalling
Jubilee, I¥can give you no conception.
The object of the affair is stated to be a
Thanksgiving for *‘ Peace on Earth,” it
being accepted in this vicinity that the
most appropriate expression of joy and
gratitude is by the outward and visible
signs of blaring trumpet, clanging anvil,
bellowing cannon, and deafening chorus.
And, no doubt, it is a good thing to ex-
press and feel gratitude for peace restored,
and, no doubt, music hath- charms to
soothe a Comanche bosom ; but as yet the
ordnance works have not suspended labor,
and Moltke’s sword is not reconstructed
into a pruning-hook. Nor is it likely that
the lion shall lie down with the lamb (ex-
cept to digest him) while such grave
issues as

| party here, or that any one, save a few

non-combatants, desires to put on his war
paint against England. The American
feeling is one of curious indifference, based,
no doubt, on the assumption that England
for her own protection must stop privateer-
ing. Deprived of a merchant marine, the
patient Yankee stolidly contemplates the
future with the pbilosopbical sentiment,

** Thank Heaven, I have nothing to lose

by a war, but Heaven help the rich!”

America will not go to war for the Alabama

sense. That they have put in their strong-
est plea is but an evidence of legal tact,
quite excusable, if not even laudable.

Interesting Sunday Services.

CALVIN CONGREGATION IN THEIR OWN CHURCH
AGAIN!

Yesterday, a series of three services was
held in the basement of Calvin Church,
corner of Wellington Row and Carleton
street. In spite of the inclemency of the
weather in the forenoon, the members of
the congregation, with that zeal and
regularity so characteristic of all their
movements, turned out in full numbers,
and almost filled the basement of the new
building. The number of strangers pre-
sent at the forenoon service was necessarily
small, but in the afternoon and evening
the large room that is temporarily used,
and which was described in Saturday's
TriBuNe, was crowded in every part
by sympathizing friends and adher-
ents of the congregation. The peo-
ple more immediately interested in the
Church seemed radiant with satisfaction
at again meeting beneath their own roof,
after the vicissitudes to which they have
been subjected ; and their Pastor appro
priately thanked all who bhad so kindly
¢ we to the assistance of his people in the
day of their extremity.

At the morning service, Rev. Mr. Hous-
ton was most happy in the choice of Serip-

‘| ture readings, in prayer and in the charac

t:r of the sermon, the whole harmonizing
most effectively and being highly ap-
propriate to the occasion. He took for his
text on the occasion Haggai 2:9 v :—
* The glory of the latter house shall be
*¢ greater than of the former, saith the
‘¢ Lord of Hosts ; and in this place will 1
¢« give peace, saith the Lord of Hosts,”” He
described in fitting terms the various places
of worship used by nations or tribes who
claimed to have any religion, with special
reforence to the Jewish altars, tabernacles
synagogues and temple. His remarks on
this branch of the subject conveyed a large
amount of information in a lucid manner,
and in dealing with the style and taste to
be adopted in the erection and finishing of
buildings erected for religious worship he
was not less fortunate. A few sentences
from the concluding portion of Mr. Hous-
ton’s discourse wiil interest large numbers
outside of the congregation and convey a
pretty correct impression of the reverend
gentleman’s clear, practical and faithful
manner of preaching. He said :—

* * % | haveafew words to add as
to the application of the text to our cir-
cumstances to-day. We this day enter on
partial possession of this building, which
we are rearing for God’s glory and our
own convenience. Eleven months ago this
morning, counting by the day of the week,
our formér house was burned with fire,
and since then we have been under a debt
of obligation to others for accommodation
in which to carry on such evangelistie
agencies as the preaching of the Word, the
work of Sabbath School Ianstruction, and
the congregational prayer meeting. That
accommodation we received freely, gener-
ously, and in such a way as to command
our most sincere gratitude now and for all
time to come. To the Directors of the
Hall across the way we owe it that during
all that time we had a place to meet in on
the Sabbath, and to the Managers of three
sister Churches or Congregations we owe
a debt of gratitude which we will not soon
repay, in that we never wanted a place in
which to hold a week evening service. Our
state for these months has rather corres-
ponded to the period of the Israelites that
lies between the Exode and the time of
Solomon,—the Tabernacle time. We have
been wandering about from place to place,
but thank God our wanderings are now
o’er,—at least, in the meantime:—we
pray that they may be over for- this
generation at least. The period of the
captivity has come to an end, and we are
restored again. We are restored as entire
as we were before. We have lelt none of
our kindred in Babylon, 1 think :—if any
bave staid behind we shall say nothing
worse of them that at the best they occu
pied no higher place than that of camp
followers. At any rate, we have stood our
captivity in a wonderful manner. The foe
that sent us out into the cold world with-
out a covering over our head, has net in
flicted a deadly blow on us,—that, certain-
ly, is evident to-day. We have no reason
and we have no inclination to wail out to-
day that we went out full and came home
empty :—we did nothing of the kind,—at
least in the coming home we did not. We
lift up our hearts this day with rejoicing
and bless God for all that he has done for
us. [ think that even already we may say
that what has befallen us is certainly
among the all things that work togecher
for good to them that love God, to them
that are the called according to his pur-
pose.

And shall we not say, ‘“ The glory of
this latter house shall be greater’” than
that of the former? Our feelings to-day
may be of a mixed character, partly of
sorrow and partly of joy. The strings ol
our hearts may not be unlike what is said
in the chapter that we read this morning : -
¢ And all the people shouted with a great
shout when they praised the Lord, because
the foundation of the house of the Lord was
laid. But many of the Priests and the
Levites and chief of the fathers, who were
ancient men, that had seen the first house,
when tie foundation of this house was laid
before their eyes, wept with a loud voice ;
and many thouted aloud for joy, so that
the people could not discern the noise of
the shout of joy from the noise ol the weep
ing of the people ; for the people shouted
with a loud shout, and the noise was heard
afar off.”” Such, I say, may be in some
sort the expression of our feelings to-day.

And it may be asked, Why should I go
into the region of prophecy and ask you to

affirm that the glory of this latter shall bs
greater than that of the former ? [ reply
that it is not prophecy that I am going
into at all,—~1 am dealing with sober fact.
Assembled here as we are for the first time
this morning, we can do more than pray
that such shall be the result :—we are to
take far higher ground than that of prayer
in the matter. The man that prays for
greater success than we had ever, or than
you had ever,in the house that has been
destroyed, and stops short there, I tell him
frankly that I don’t want his prayers,
for 1 -fervently believe that such
prayers will do us no godd. You
have it in your power to say whether
the glory of this house shall be greater
than that of the former; it rests under
God largely with you. If anybody is so
ignorant and superstitious as to say it
rests with me, 1 deny it. In the name of
common sense,—in the name of Scripture
truth,—in the name of the privileges given
under the New Testament principles to
the membership of the Church,—in the
name of individual responsibility that rests
on each of you, 1 aver here, in all the
strength of conviction, and before God and
the people, that-it rests with yourselves
whether the glory of this house shall be
greater than that of the'former, or whether
there shall be any glory at all. It rests
with parents how they will train their
children and cultivate their own piety. It
rests with you how you are to read the
word of God and hear it read and expound-
ed. 1t rests with you how you are to ask
God for blessings, or whether you ask
them at all. And it rests with you how
the work of the Lord is to be carried on
throughout the congregation. Yes, and
more than that. There is much to be done
in cultivating love and harmony with ore
another, in the kindly spirit with which
you co-operate in every good work. Pray
and labor that jealousy. and suspi-
cion, and envy, and thinking of
self more highly than you ought to think.
may be. rooted out of every ove of our
hearts, that the love of God may take
possession ot us, and the result will not be
doubtful. There will in that case be greater
glory, greater beyond conception, in the
number of souls that will be gathered in
here, and in the indefinitely higher plat-
form that will be reached of knowledge of
(God’s word, of prayerfulness, of purity of
lite, of devotion to the service of God, of
the conviction that we ourselves and all
that we possess are His and His only. In
a word, there will be a building up of us
all in the most holy faith of our religion.
In all that belongs to a true Church of
Christ there will be greater glory here than
before.

And we shall hear, rot from audible
voice but in the secrets of our hearts,—we
shall feel it if we do not hear it,—that is.
the Lord of Hosts saying, ** In this place
will I give peace.’’ This shall be a centre
and source of peace. Here the elements of
war and division shall be forgotten. Inside
this building shall not be carried the petty
spites and envies that prevail outside. I
charge you not to look at one another here
with the eye of scorn and contempt, far less
with the eye of dislike or hatred. Here the
principles of peace and good will, as based
on the message of Him who came to seek
and to save that which was lost, are to
reign, and nothing else. ‘I will give
peace,”’ saith God. 1 will give peace
within myself, through the application of
the Spirit of the Atonement which 1
planned and my beloved Son wrought

out:—I will give peace within the soul

itself, dispelling the disturbersand causing
you to rest in blissful repose ; and I will
give you peace with one another, rooting
out envy and bitterness and divisions,
Jjoining you together in one by the bonds
of the Gospel.”” That peace which God
gives is what the world cannot give and
just as little take -away. May the words
that shall be spoken from time to time
from this place be the means of bringing
that peace to many:—may the greater
glory be seen in that result.

MATTERS IN GENERAL.

The Biggest Thief in America.
—_—
MILLIONS BY FRAUD - NOT ONE CENT BY
HONEST LABOR !.

Gov. Reed, of Florida, is by no means
the greatest of the carpet-baggers, but of
all his compeers and fellow-adventurers he
has met with the most distinguished and
emphatic rebuke from those whom he has
striven to cheat and defrand. His im-
peachment was carried by a unanimous
vote in the House of Representatives, that
body being composed of twenty-two Demo-
crats and thirty Republicans. The charges
against him are of the accustomed carpet-
bag character, not differing materially, in
any respect, from those which have marked
the careers of his Executive brethren,
Bullock, Clayton and Scott, Over-issues
and illegal and fraudulent issues of bonds
in the interest of railroad rings,and the
control of the judiciary by bribery, seem
to have been the favorite, as they were the
convenient and facile ‘methods by which
these aspiring and mercenary Radical gen-
tlemen accompl shed their purposes. Gov.
Reed is impeiched in particular, and in
this most emphatic manner—not one of his
whilom adherents, white man or negro,
carpet bagger or citizen, being found so
poor as to do him the honor of raising
even a doubt in his favor—for actually
over-issuing State bonds in behalf of a
railroad not yet constructed to the amount
ot more than half a million dollars; for
conspiring to over-issue bonds to the extent
0 wnother m llic n for the purchase of stock
in another road, for the benefit of a ring
of speculators, of which he was one.

And further, for the issue of still another
million for another similar purpose; for
fraudulently signing an issue of four mil-
lions, for the berefit of another railroad
company ; for conspiring to issue yet an-
other million to David L. Yulee, for an un-
lawful; unauthorized and individual object. ;
for conspiring with sundry persons to em-
bezzle public moneys received from the
hypothecation of State bonds, and actually
embezzling the sum of twenty thousand
dollars ¢ for receiving a bribe of thirty-five
hundred dollars to sustain an unjust and
unfounded claim to certain property in be-
half of a railroad company ; for conspiring
with parties in New Xork to defraud the
State of Florida of fifteen thousand dollars
in bonds ; for fraudulently paying into the
State Treasury depreciated State serip to
the nominal amount of eleven hundred dol-
lars as payment for that amount of United
States currency which he had received for
a debt due the State ; for bribing n Justice
of the Peace to decide a case in his fayor;

and finally, for receiving a bribe of ten
thousand dollars for the corrupt use of his
official position in favor of certain land
ulators, and signing a conveyance to
them of internal improvement lands be-
longing to the State. This indictment is
of a nature and an atroeity that belong ex-
clusively to reconstruction and carpet-bag
rule. Nothing in the bistory of impeach-
ment, or of official rascality, in this coun-
try, anterior to the reign of modern Re-
ublicanism, has ever approached it in vil-

ainous audacity.

Men from the Mouths of
Cannon !

FIFTY MEN THUS EXECUTED AT THE WILL OF A

DEPUTY COMMISSIONER !

The conduct of Government offi.ials in
India in blowing from the cannon’s mouth
some fifty natives, has created much excite-
ment in England, and the facts having
bzen ascertained the act i3 generally con-
demned. The men who met with death in
this terrible form belonged to the Kookas,
a tribe or caste of Hindoos, who to the
number of threc hundred revolted against
English rule. They attacked a Govern-
ment station near Delhi and killed one or
two of the soldiers of the garrison but
were promptly repulsed with far greater
loss to themselves. Of course they were
pursued in their retreat.and, as we are
now informed, ¢ literally hunted down.”’

Of the captives, fifty were selected for
execution on the spot, and sixteen more
were put to death at Umballa, the
insurrection baving been, even before
the executions, completely suppressed.
Commenting on the executions, the
Times observes it is quite conceivable that
even this measure of punishment might
not have been too great for the exigencies
of the occasion. Action as prompt in 1857,
the Times believes, would have saved Eng-
land from the terrible mutiny of the Ben-
gal armyand the sanguinary contests which
followed. And it adds *‘ That three hund-
red men should in the immediate neigh-
borhood of the army of exercise attempt an
armed - insurrection against the Supreme
Government is of itself a circumstance
tending to perplex our cunclusions.”” The
Indian Government is proceeding to in-
vestigate the whole circumstances attend-
ing these executions, and Deputy Com-
missioner Cowan, the official in charge,
has been suspended pending the enquiry.
Instructions were sent to this gentleman
by his superior officer that none of the
prisoners were to be condemned without a
formal trial, but before the letter came to
band Mr Cowan had had fifty of the re-
bels summarily executed. — Ez.
