of their ship's company; and they are to pro-

duce a certificate of the same from the collector

of the port fromn wlence the ship sailed.

The first fishing ship éntering a harbour or

creek, is to be Admirail of that harbour,

during the fishing season; the second Vice-Ad-

miral, and the third,. Rear-Adm iral. No

master of a fishing ship is to take more beech

or flakes than be actually wants, except the

Admiral, wýho is allowed to take anoverplus

for the use of one boat more than he wants,

Persons possessed of several places must make

their election of one, and give their resolution

to any after-comer, witlin forty-eight hours

after demand. And in case of any difference,

the admirals are to apportion the place. Any

part of the island not used for the fishery before

the year 1775, shall be"deemed ships' room.

Stages are to be repaired with timber fetched

out of the wood, and not by the breaking down

of stages of any other person. No fence,

building, or other erection not actually neces-

sary for the -ishery is to be erected vithout

leave from the governor : and the sheriff and

bis deputies are strictly enjoined to enforce

this regulation. Persons building for the use

of the fishery, or coming into the possession

of any such place or erection, are, in order to

prevent disputes, to give notice thercof to the
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
