BINDERY WORK.

Tables No. 8 show the enormous-quantity of work turned out by the bindery.
While composition and press-work ean be carried ont with considerable rapidity,
the operations in the bindery, much as folding, stitching, back-sewing and cover-
ing, are of such a nature-that is if good workmanship is to be effected-that
they cannot be unduly hurried. Annual reports that have been waiting months
for the prefatory matter in order to complete them, are hastily closed up and an
urgent demand made for " JUST TWO COPIES TO TABLE." It may not be, and from
recent unreasonable demands I am of opinion that it is not as generally understoo<a as.
it might be, that at least 350 copies of each report are required for the first distri-
bution to the House, or just so soon as the report is TABLED. When three or tour
reports are completed ut the sa me time, which is very often the case, the tax on
the bindery in the preparation of this work can be easily imagined.
