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on opposite pages, is of considerable interest to Canadian bibliophilists. Tt is quoted in
London at £18.18, but was purchased for the Library at a very reasonable price.

The Journal of Captain William Pote, Jr., during his captivity in the French and
Indian wars is an important contribution to the history of the intercolonial wars.
Pote was taken prisoner whilst in command of the schooner Montague, engaged in
carrying artificers and supplies to Fort Annapolis Royal (1745). The French sent him
to Quebec where he remained a prisoner for two years.

During his captivity he kept a journal which after being lost one hundred and fifty
years was discovered in Genoa in 1890,

A small pamphlet of the greatest rarity was also obtained during recess. It is
named : Al Canada in the hands of the English, or an authenteck journal of the pro-
ceeding of the army under General Amherst, from Oswego to the reduction of Montreal,
8 September, 1760. Boston, 1760. Its title explains the subject of this leaflet.

During the year 1834, Organizations, called Comites constitutionnels, were formed
at Montreal and Quebec for the purpose of promoting political changes in that pro-
vince. The proceedings of the said committees were procured and placed in the Library.
They will contribute to add valuable information to the sources of Canadian history
prior to the troubles of 1837.
