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and the final judgment of the Court, if satisfied with the verdict, shall be in accordance
with such verdict ; provided, always, that it shall be competent {o the Court, if dissatisfied
with the venrlict, to direct 1 new trinl before a fresh jury.

And it is herehy ordered, that it shall and may be lawful for the said Supreme Court,
by any Rules or Orders of Court, to be by them from time to time for that purposc made
and published, 1o frame, constitute and establish such rules, orders, and regulations as
shall seem meet, touching and concerning the time and place of holding the said Counrt,
and fouching the forms and manuer of procceding to be observed in the said Court, and
the practice and pleadings, wpon all actions, suits and other matters, indictments and
informations to be therein broughi, the appointing of Commissioners to take hail and
eximine witnesses who are out of the jurisdiction of the Court, the examination of
witnesses de bene esse, and allowing the same as evidenee, the proceedings of the Sheriff;
amd other ministerial oflicers of the said Court, the process of the Court, and the mode of
exceuting the same, the sunmoning, impannelling and challenging of Jurors, the adnission
of Barristers, Advocates, Attorneys and Solicitors, und Droctors, the fees, poundage or
perquisites to be lawfully demanded by any, and payuable to any officers, Attorneys, Soli-
citors, and Proctors in the said Court, the granting of Probates of Wills, and Ietters of
Administration, and the duties, remuneration and control of Executors and Administrators,
aml of the Guardians of Tnfants, anl of the Commitices of the Persons or Estates of
Lamatics, ldiots, or persons of unseund mind; and {ouching and concerning all such
other maiters and things necessary for the proper conduet and despatch of business in
the said Court, and all such ovders, rules and regulations, from time to time, to revoke,
alter, amend, or renew, as veeasion may require.

Provided always, that no such rules, orders or regulations, shall be repugnant to this
Ovder, and that the same shall be <o framed s to promote, as far as may be, economy and
expedition in the despatel of business ol the said Cowrt ; and that all such rules and
fovms of practice, process and proceedings, shall so far us the cirenmstances of the said
Coluny may permit, be framed with veference fo the corresponding rules and forms in use

~in Mer Majesty’'s Supreme Courts of Taw and Equity at Westminster, and that the same
be drawn up in plain, succinel amd compendions terms, avoiding all unnccessary repeti-
tions and obseurity 3 and promulgated in the most public and authentic manner in the
suid Colony, fur three months at least, before thic same shall operate, and take effect.  Pro-
vided always, that all such rules. orders and regulations shall be approved by the Governor
of" the =uid Colony in Council, and shall furthwith be transmitted to Ier Majesty, through
one of Tler principal Seeretaries of State, under the Seal of the said Court, for her final
approbation or disallowance.. '

Aud it is further ordered, that any bhond which may be eniered into to Us, Our Ieirs and
Suceessors in pursuance of this Order, or of any such rule or order as aforesaid, may be
put in suit under ovder of the said Court in the name of the Attorney General for the
time being of thie said Coluny, or other ofticer authorized by the said Court in that behalf,
and noet otherwise.

And whereas, it is by the sawme aet of Parliament provided ibat all judgments given
in any civil snit in the said Island, shall be subject to appeal, to Her Majesty in Council,
in the manner and subjeet to the regulations in and subject o which appeals are now
brought. frow the Civil Courts of Canada, and to such further or other regulations as Iler
Majesty with the advice of 1ler Privy Council, shall from time to time ajpoint,

And whereas, it is expedient that provision should be made in pursuance of the said
recited enactment to regulate appezls in civil cuuses from the decisions of the said Supreme
Court of Civil Justice in Vancouver's Island to Tler Majesty in Council : It is hereby fur-
ther ordered, that any person or persons may appeal to Her Majesty, Her Ileirs and Suc-
cessors in Her or "Their Privy Council, fromn any Final Judgment, Decree, Order or Sentence
ol the said Supreme Court, in such manuer, within such {ime, and under and subject o
