Women’s Athletfcs said that “gener­
ally all of our teams were affected by 
budget changes. It’s certainly a situa­
tion we don’t like.” She added that** 
priority for funding was given to 
those teams with seniority, and 
teams with full time faculty as 
coaches.

Chambers said that even with the 
present cuts, “we’re still $ 10,000 
over budget. This is a particularly 
bad year for York athletics.”

Despite the cuts, Lyons said that 
women’s curling and fencing will be 
offered for the first time this year, 
although both will be “operating in 
the club structure.”

A 3.8% cut in the Athletic Depart­
ment’s budget this year will limit 
funding to several varsity teams.

Men’s and women’s badminton, 
and men’s fencing, curling and 
squash will be demoted from varsity 
to club status. Dave Chambers, Co­
ordinator of Men’s Athletics, said 
the teams will still be able to use the 
athletic facilities, benefit from 
secretarial support, and compete in 
inter-varsity events, but they will 
have to raise their own funds for tra­
velling expenses, entry fees, and 
equipment.
