ensuing winter, and in reply to inform you that tenders have

been called for 400,000 feet B. M., (comprising Matle), Beech,

Elm, Basswood, Asb and Hemlock, receivable up to non on

 Thursday, the 5th day of December next.

Your letter states that the Indian desire to

cut the timber on the Hope Bay Bluff in the unculled bush

and in regard to this I have to inform you that it has been

ascertained that there is a considerable quantity of beech

and other timber still standing on the (bluff where putting

was done last winter.

This timber as well as any scattering timber

that may behessed as merchantable should be cut first

and the Forest Bailiff should be required to see that this

is done before cutting any timber on the part on which no

cutting has been done, and you will be held responsible for

the carrying out of these instructiens.
