through half  century. And they are stili
more concerned that this favourable oppor-
tunity may be improved aright. Missionary
Schools may now be multipiied almost inde-
finitely. The secular knowledge they im-
part will always place them on a level with
other institutions, and with their religious
teaching no interference will be attempted.
Only let them be opencd and placed under
the superintendence of suitable men, and
there is no fear but they will be filled and
supported. A great door and _effeglgnl .is
thus opened before the friends of religion in
India. They may take advantage of the
new state of things to an extent which &
tew years back would have appeared impos-
sible; and they may rest assured that if

they neglect the opportunity others will not. |

Strenuoue efforts will be made to bring
heathen schocls up to the required standard,
and thus to Keep at lewst one generation
more in the trammels of that vain and de-
basing system which they have * received
by tradition from their fathers.”
