It
eonsists of a 20-drill Ingersoll-Sergeant
duplex air compressor of the Piston In-
let type, a large double cylinder Lidger-

wood hoisting engine of sufficient capac- |
ity to hoist a thousand feet, a battery of
$0-borse power return tabular boiler,
sinking pump, cage, etc.

The contract for supplying this plant
2as been closed with /the James Cooper
manufacturing company, represented in
British- Columbia by James D. Sword.
“The machinery will be installed at the
mew shaft, which is to have three com-
partments, viz: two hoisting compart-
ments and a pump shaft. A large gal-
dows frame and new hoisting works will
®e erected to house the plant, and de-
~velopment on an extensive scale will be
prosecuted immediately the new plant is
running. A large crew of - miners under
John M. Scrafford, superintendent, have
eommenced work upon the property.
eonsidrable amount. of development hav-
ing already been done, the mine is ina
position to ship ore immediately, if
desired. The plant, when installed, to-
gether with buildings, will cost upwards
of $20,000.

IRON MASK PLANT.

S e T
It Was Tried and Operated Success-
fully Thursday.

After excogitation galore the owners
of the Iron Mask mine decided to make
& tentative run on electric drills, and
the results Thursday were so satisfactory
that with them the  old power plant has

been relegated to the abyssmal depths of
eblivion.

Precisely at 4:32 yesterday afternoon
12 peerless  drills, supplied by the Mac
Machine company of Belleville, Ontario,
were started up and every one present
waitedin anxious suspense to see the re-
sult. The result was encouraging, en-
thusing, exhilirating — for the whole
plant worked like a charm, The power
was derjved from the electrical plant at
Bonnington Falls, and consisted of 70
volt-meters, plus 3, or 110 horse power.
The machinery started up easily and
steadily,and continued to do three times
a8 much work as the other drills have
done for months past. Active operations
will be continued from this time on on
an electrical basis. The trial yesterday
was of unusaal and especial interest be-
cause it is the first time in the history of
the camp that the Stanley synchronous
motors have been tried here. The plant
was installed by George C. Hinton.

A STRIEE IN THE RIO GRANDE

A Vein of Ore Which Yields From 818
to $30.

While drifting in the No. 1 tunnel of
the Rio Grande property near Ymir,
the other day a large body of concen-
trating ore was met which yields values
of from $18 to $30. The strike is very

satisfactory to the stockholders of the
Rio Grande company, because it was
made where it was not expected. A
force of five men is now at work in tun-
nel No. 2, drifting to tap & ledge of high
grade ore, which at the depth of 16 feet,
assayed $60. Of this amount $30 wasin
gold and the balance in silver and lead.
The ure also had a good percentage of
grey copper. The latter has not been
assayed, but it is thought there is a fair
percentage. The pay streak at this
depth was 26 inches wide. At the

present rate of drifting the ledge will be

.ires, transformers and switches inci-
dental to the new elgctrical plant just
installed on the Iron Mask. Ina new
and spacious building there has been
erected one of the most perfect electrical
compressors ever put together on the
American continent. Itis impossible to
form an adequate idea of the immensity
and perfection of the machinery unless
one has seen it personally, but a fair
notion of it may be obtai from the
following description. The switch-board
is & massive slab of white marble six
feet square, on which are mounted am-
pere meters, volt meters, main genera-
tor switch, starting motor switch, phase
transformers and the lamp equipment,
together with exciter and main motor
rheostats.  The instruments on the
a beautiful piece
workmanship. as, indeed, Bre all e
various parts of the vast and compli-
cated machinery. The induction start-
ing motor is of five-horse power capac-
ity and is provided with a water start-
ing rheostat, which admits of any power
being attained and controlled thor-
oughly wheu starting. The motor is of
the “S.K. 0.” inductor type, having
a capacity of 80 :kilowatts, or 110-
horse power and is 38 model
of finish and workmanship. The
motor is operated at 2,080 _volts, and
is bulted to a 7-foot wheel ona counter-
ghaft. On the same countershaft isa 48
inch steel band friction pulley, which is
belted to the compressor. The entire
plant cost in the neighborhood of $15,000
and took about three weeks to put in
place. The installation of the electrical
plant occupied nine days. The compres-
gor is capable of keeping 10 drills run-
ning, and while the initial cost is large,
the operating expensss are 8O little that
the ﬁlﬂnt will soon pay for 1tself. Geo.
C. Hinton of Vancouver, supplied the
eiectrical plant and superintended its
erection, and the Canadian Rand Drill
company su%plied the compressor. The
success of this venture will no doubt
embolden other mine owners to supplant
boilers by electricity, and in a few years
electricity will be the staple power of the
camp-

After a few unavoidable preliminary
hitches the current was turned on in
earnest, and to the grat.iﬁcation of all
concerned, the entire mass of metal
operated as smoothly as a high grade
watch. : -

Germany I8 Inclined to Move With
the Other Powers.

While dignified in tone, it was a
good deal more energetic in remon-
strance against the conduct of the Ger-
man officials at Samos, Mr. White
