The new find. is reported to have given
as high as $100 smelter values.In add-
ition to carrying high values in eopper,
it is said to carry $16 a ton in gold and
about $7 in silver. While these values
ur.doubtedly do not represent the general
rnn of the ore, still that averages very
high. The new find is a short distance
from the present workings and serves
to show that the mine is rich. Managsr
Tregear is delighted, it is said, with the
prospects of the mine.

$20,000,000 annually for the next five
years, will greatly stimulate the de-
mand for staple goods. The trade
outlook is encouraging.

In wholesale circles at Quebec dusi-
ness is fairly active. The cool weathar
of the week does not seem to kave af-
fected -the retail trade, which continues
very fair for the season. Country ie-
mittances are reperted satisfactory,
and the condition of trade is healthy.
Activity is noticeable in shipping cir-
dles, and besides domestic freight for
export considerable shipments are be-
ing made from the west.

Harvest operations in the west are
LOW more general. Labor 1is nore
plentiful, several thousand hands hav-
ing arrived from the east, but cains
tave caused delay fin the work in many.
sections and some fear ss to the ef-
fect on the ripening wheat. Some
wheat has already been coming <‘or-
ward in small quantities and it grades
well and shows a good yileld. The
feeling in: business circles in Winni~
peg fis optimistic. Fall business so far
is much ahead of previous years.

GRADING OF FRUIT

INSPECTOR SMITH'S VISIT  IN
CONNECTION WITH FRUIT
MARKS ACT.

POINTS FOR THE CONSIDERA-
TION OF GROWERS, PACK-
ERS AND DEALERS.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

The apple season is now commenc-
ing, and the Federal department of
agriculture is taking steps to enforce
the provisions of the Fruit Marks Act,
1901, as amended in 1902. The statute
is designed to protect all parties en-
gaged in the fruit business—the honest
grower, the conscientious middleman,
the retailer who desires to do the right
thing by his customers, and fast, but
decidedly not least, the consumer who
desires to receive value for the money
he expends on fruit. The foregoing
conditions are ‘the motive of a visit
to the city yesterday of Maxwell
Smith, Dominion ‘fruit inspector, with
headquarters at Vancouver.

Mr. Smith fleft last evening to con-
tinue his trip through the Kootenays,
but the importanice of his work here
was not restricted ‘by the brevity of
the visit,

The great handicap to the successful
operation of the Fruit Marks Aect in
Rossland and points similarly situated
is that ‘the fruit consumed here is
largely imported from 'Washington,
and, obviously, the act cannot operate
against the growers and packers, who
are primarily lintended to be regulated
and protected. The statute provides
that responsibility for the observance'
of 'the regulations is vested in the
panty in possession = of “the fruit,
whether this is the commfission man or
retaliler, and this' does not seem to
thave been: understood in
the past.

BRITISH COLUMBIA COINS.

High Prices Brought at an Auction
Salle in ‘Engiland,

A sale of coins was conducted by
auction recently in ‘the old country
in which coins were sold for unpnece-
dented sums (for Canadian coins).

The sale of the coins in which these
pleces were included comprised main-
ly the coins of the British colonies and
he United States, and extended ower

The coins are very simple in design,

bearing the value and date, 1862,
within a wreath on one side and a
crown with the title “Government of
British Columbia’”’ on the other. The
name “Kuner” would indicate that the
dies ‘'were maide in Germany.

CREW OF A CUP DEFENDER.

Nowhere than on a cup defender
is #t more important to have a man
for each place and every man in his
place. The crew is divided into gangs
under the immediate command of the
mates, of which there are usually two,
and ‘other subordinate officers. The
first mate controls the set and trim
of - the headsails; the second mate,
under direction of the skipper, the
handling of the main-sheet; the “cap=-
tain” of the bowsprit, the carrying
outboard and taking in of thé jibs.
There are also masthead men and men
assigned to work in the rigging. But,
while each man has his designated
place, in an emergency every man not
actually employed is required to lend
a hand when needed. Discipline, of
course, is the rule, while alacrity and
coolness are the special requdmments.\
The captain, at the helm, has his eya
on the trim and draught of the main-
sail; the most important detail in the
art of sailing; but in his position at
the wheel he cannot see the headsails,
and as those must be watched by an
experienced eye they are under the
immediate charge of the first mate.
This officer must be a man of good

teurs, who are ready to lend a hand
at sheets or halyards in case of need.
Formerly the crew was housed on the
yacht, but that involved stripping her
