Amsterdam, via London, April 21.—In the place of the familiar 

public notice in the German newspapers warning the people not to 
talk of military matters because of spies, there now appears a new 
notice which reads:

“Citizens, your duty is not to talk of food conditions. Every 
word thereon helps the enemy and endangers the fatherland."

Count von Reventlow, writing in The Tages Zeitung, says that 
the German statement that there is no U-boat in the West Atlantic 
and that therefore there was no a task on the American destroyer 
Smith, must come as a regrettable assurance of safety to enemy 
shipping. He regards the purpose of the statement to be to tell 
Americans that Germany lias not opened hostilities, and is not 
ready to do so. He adds:
