was 300, designed for trustees, factors. agents, etc. The accused, he said 
could not be tried or convicted on the 
charge of theft. Such an accusation 
as had been made could only come 
under the category of breach of trust. 
Judge Chisholm accepted Mr. Du Vernet’s objection. On this account 
His Honor did not consider whether 
McGivern was responsible for the al- 
leged defalcation or was not liable. 
In abort, he did not weigh the case in 
that connection at all. It was sub- 
mitted to him as a question, of law. 
and Mr. McGiverin obtained the deci- 
sion and his liberty.

The Boers 
are being constantly harassed.
