Facts worth Knowing around the
Laundry.

That by[adding two parts of cream of
tartar to one part of oxalic acid ground
fine and kept dry, in a bottle, you
will find, by applying a little of the
powder to rust stains while the article
is wet, that the result is much quicker
and better. Wash out in clear warm
water to prevent injury to the goods.

That cold rain water and soap will
take out machine grease, where other
means would not be advisable on ac-
count of colors running, etc.

That turpentine in small quantities
may be used in Loiling white goods
to a great advantage, as it improves
the color, and the boiling drives off
all edor. Resin in soap is quite an-
other thing; it imjures and dis-
celors some goods, and shrinks
woollens. Soap men argue that on
account of the turpentine in the resin
it aesists in the washing. It is used
for a filler and to make the soap
hard and cheap. Itisa fraud on the
consumer.

That kerogsene will soften leather
belts or boots that have become hard
from exposure or usc around the wash
room. Good for the harness when
hard from rain or dampness. Wash
with warm water, then grease with
good animal oil or dressing liko the
following.

That the government harness dress-
ing is as follows: One gallon of neats-
foot oil, two pounds of Bayberry
tallow, two pounds beeswax, two
pounds of beef tallow. Put the above
in a pan over a moderate fire. When
thoroughly dissolved add two quarts
of castor oil, then while on the fire
stir in one ounce of lampblack. Mix
well and strain through a fine cloth
to remove sediment, let cool, and you
have as fine a dressing for harness or
leather of any kind as can be had.

That baking soda gives instant
relief to a burn or scald. Applied
either dry or wet to the burned part
immediately, the sense of relief is
magical. It seems to withdraw the
heat and with it the pain. Keep it in
the ironing room.

That Javelle water, often met with
in works or articles on cleaning and
dyeing, is-made of one gallon of water
and four pounds of ordinary washing
soda. Boil five or ten minutes, then
add one pound of chloride of lime.
Let cool and keep corked in a jug or
tight vessel.

That when acid has been dropped
on any article of clothing, liquid am-
monia will kill the acid,and them by
applying chloroform you will restore
the color in most cases.

That ‘“‘cyanide of potassium,” will
remove all indelible inks whose base
is nitrate of silver. Being a deadly
poison it will be hard to get from the
druggists in most cities. Turpentine or
alcohol rubbed in hot removes the
new inks, using soda and soap freely
in hot water afterward.—National
Laundry Journal.

Ijust came from attending
the case of a five-year-old babe who
1s ruined ‘or life by the parents in-
dulging it in tea-dripking. The
child became very nervous and dys-
peptic, and they sent for me. I
asked them how much tea the child
drank, **About two cups at each
meal and several between meals,”
was the reply. ¢ You sce,” the doc-
tor continued, ** they let the teapot
stand on the stove all day. Thus
the tannie acid is extracted, which
serves to turn the linings of the
stomach into leather, and brings
on dyspepsia and kindred diseases.
Yes, there are hundreds of women,
young girls and aged women, and
occasionally a man, who have com-
pletely ruined their nervous system
by the excessive usc of common tea.
It will be a blessing to mankind
when a temperance crusade can
spare wind from its attack on
alcohol to assail tea. Prominent
Christain peeple and all classes of
people are addicted to the habit, and
thousands are languishing to-day in
consequence. Very excessive use
of tobacco acts somewhat in the
same way. Bat I believe the greater
gonernl evil lurks in the tea, because
it happens to be in favor with the
best of people—best as regards
popular opinion, but among the
worst from a medical point of view.”

The Strange Effect the Sudden Possession of
Wealth Has on Men's Minds.

Charles F. Wall, of Brooklyn, re-
cently inherited $50,000, and was so
elated by his good fortune that he
became insane, and is now locked
up in an asylum. The sudden pos-
session of money seems to have a
strango effect upon some men’s
minds. A dealer in druggists’ sun-
dries was telling me, the other day,
of a man who invented a certain
lotion that attained great pepularity,
and money came in 80 fast that he
did not know what te do with it.
He spent it as fast as he could, but
it still kept increasing as the pepu-
larity of his article increased. Then
he teok to drink and to leading a
very fast life, and finally his mind
became affected by bis excesses, and
he lest his reason, and was locked
up 1n a madhouse, where he died,
and, what is more, the receipt of his
lotion died with him. No ene knows
what it was made of, nor can a drop
of it be found anywhere to analyze.
The money made in patent medicines
and ‘‘proprietary articles” is so
enormous that one is hardly surprised
that there are so many people in the
busimess. I heard it estimated the
other day that nearly $2,000,000 a
yoar was made in thesc things.
When an article is once a success
the profit is enormous, because the
cost of manufacture is very little.
There are men that you and I never
heard of whe are worth their millions,
all made from some quack medicine
that appeals to the credulity of cer-
tain classes of the community. Most
of these medicines are malle under
assumed names. This is for various
reasons ; one being that a man natur-
ally dielikes to have his name asso-
ciated with a liver pad or an ague
pill, but he is not averse to being
made rich from the money that is
acenmulated by their sale. Some of
these patent medicimes are made
popular by enormous advertising.
I know ef one firm that spends all
of $1,000,000 every year advertising
a cure-all, while ethers again never
advertise a lire. A friend of mine
met & woman whom she had known
a good many years ago, when she
was very poor, and was surprised to
see her glistening in diamonds and
rustling in silks. She thought that
she noticed an expression of curios-
ity in my friend’s face, and she at
ence unburdened herself and told
her just how she had come by her
money. She said that her husband,
when she married him, was a poor
country doctor; that there was a
good many other dectors in the same
town, and that his practice was not
sufficient to pay for foed and cloth-
ing. Soshe said to him ene day:
“ Why net get up some patent medi-
cine, and see what yon can de with
it.” He thought the ides a good
one, altheugh against the code of
medical ethics, and he sct to work
and invented some article that
struck the popular fancy. ¢ Now,”
said the woman, *‘we are making
so mueh money that we don’t know
what to do with it. We have no
children, and we just spend our time
in trying to think how we can get
rid of our money that keeps coming
in every day. We travel all over
Europe, and we buy the finest dia-
monds and precious stones and live
in the most cestly manncr, but we
cannot get ahead of our income.”
“That is a rather peculiar sensation,
is itnot?” my fricnd asked. **Yes,”
she said, “ I suppose it is; and,
strange as it may seem, it is nol a
particularly happy one. I don’t
know but what we were happior on
nothing a year than we are now with
such an enormous amount.” This
only goes te prove what an inex-
haustible mine public credulity is.

Electric Wonders of the Age.

By means of a
wire, & circular saw or a locomotive
may be—nay, has been—ran miles
distant from its source of force.
Electrieity is born of the sun. It
may be converted back toits source,
go that when one talks by telephone
ho may see his distant colloquist
It will not be strange if the poly-
scope illuminates the animal organ-
ism, rendering the body transparent.
The vast curfent of 'liquid force
which we call olectricity s con-
densed in boxes like desiccated
meats, or spread over continents to
convey intelligence. Man can never
overdraw rom this vast, bankrupt-
less depesitory of nature.

Funeral Honors in Halmaherg,
According te the descriptions of a
Datch missionary, the funeral feasts
of the Island of Halmahera are
quite claborate affairs. The cere-
monies begin, after the deceased has
been put in his coffin, with a rope-
dance between the young men and
the maidens, in which either party
tries to pull the rope away from the
other, to the music of & monotonous
antiphonal chant, and which is con-
tinued threugh scveral evenings,
with complete freedom from inter-
ference by the old people. Then
follow four or five days of feasting,
to which the whole neighborhood is
invited to contribute in provisions
and serviees, marchers and dancers,
the men and the women taking the
prominent part in the ceremontes on
alternate days. On the last day of
the feast, as large a company us
possible is collected, to give effect
to the final ceremonies. The body
is placed in the grave, and is adorn-
ed with ornaments, lights and gar-
lands, and supplied with dishes of
betel and provisions. Another ban-
quet is served, the rope-dance is re-
peated, and a new ceremony, called
the toku, is performed. Fer this,
the young men and the girls take
places in opposite rows, each con-
fronting pair joining hands. A
child, festively dressed is lifted up
and made to wallk upon the road
formed by a pair of hands, singing
a refrain, to which the partners in
the files chant a response. Kach
band-joined couple in the rews with-
draws as soen as the child bas pass-
ed it, and takes a new place at the
farther end, so as to prolong the
wall to the extent that the eccasion
may seem to call for.! As soon as
this play is over, the rope-dance is
transferred %o the sca-beach, and
the funeral ends with a ducking-
match between the boys and girls.—
