ity and the land will be held until the ne- 
ceeeary papers to complote the transaction j 
are received by mail.

In caae of “personation" or fraud tha ap- 1 
plicant will forfeit all priority of claim or 
it entry hoe bean granted it will be summar­
ily cancelled. v .

An application for cancailation mus. bo 
mado in nerson. The applicant must ne eli­
gible for homestead entry, and only one ap­
plication for cancellation will be received 
from an Individual until that application has 
been disposed of.

Where an entry Is oamcelled subsequent to 
institution of cancellation proceedings, the 
applicant for cancellation will be entitled to 
prior right of entry.

Appllcaht for cancellation must state in 
what particular the homesteader is In de­
fault,

A homesteader whose entry is not the 
subject .of cancellation proceedings, may. 
subject to the approval of Department, re­
linquish It in favour of father, mother, son. 
daughter, brother or sister If eligible, but 
to 110 one else, on filing declaration of aban­
donment.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST 
MINING REGULATIONS.

COAL.—Coa! mining rights may be leased 
for a period of twenty-one years at an an­
nual rental of 81 per acre. Not more than 
6,560 acres shall be leased to one individual 
or company. A royalty at the rate of five 
cent» per ton shall be collected on the mer­
chantable coal mined.

QUARTZ.—A person slghteen years of ags. 
or over, having discovered mineral In place, 
may locate a claim 1,600 x 1,600 feet.

The fee for recording a claim Is 65.
At least 8100 must be expended on the 

claim each year or paid to the mining .re­
corder in lieu thereof. When 6600 has been 
expended or paid, the locator may, upon hav­
ing a survey made, and upon complying with 
other requirements, purchase the lano at 61

The patent provides for the payment ot a 
royalty of 2% per cent, on the sales.

Placer mining claims generally are 100 
feet square: entrance fee. $5: renewable

An applicant may obtain two leases to 
dredge for gold ot five miles each for a term 
of twenty years, renewable at the discretion 
of the Minister of the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge In opera­
tion within one season from the date ot the 
leaes for each five miles. Rental 810 per 
annum for each mile of river leased. Roy­
alty at the rate of 2% per cent, collected on 
the output after It exceeds 610.000.
