He will not mind it, however, as he 
is elected in spite of it all by 160 major­
ity. This goes to show that both in 
the Eastern Township and in the 
neighborhood of old Quebec there are 
French Canadians who are unmoved 
by the criminal appeals to rate feel­
ing which appear to be the chief stock 
in trade of the Laurier party in their 
own province.

MR. BLAIR’S FAILURE.
The report of the department of 

railways and canals ia behind band, 
like the restlof the blue books, but the 
short statement of Intercolonial rail 
way accounts goes to show that he 
has not made an astonishing success 
of the year’s business. In general 
1899 was a great year for the railways, 
most of the lines showing as increas 
of ten to twenty-five per cent, in gross 
earnings. Mr. Blair’s road gains 
less than five per cent, when allow­
ance is made for the additional mile­
age. The minister claims a revenue 
of $3,738,331 and an expenditure of 
$3,675,686 showing a enrôlas of $62,-. 
645. i he actual outlaw nag been over 
a million dollars larger than is repres­
ented in the above statement, but this 
$1,081,929 is called-’apital expenditure, 
and is not charged against the vear’s 
business. Of this, however, <646,000 
is for rolling stock. Much of this plant 
is required to replace old ears and 
engines, and should go in ns regular 
expenditure for the year. There ie a 
charge of $60,000 for iron bridges, 
which is also in the capital account. 
These are bridges replacing others 
found too weak for the large *-ngines. 
The late government always charged 
each improvements to the cur­
rent expenses of the year. There are 
Other samples of this kind, but the 
two mentioned go to show that the 
alleged surplus is the result of skilful 
railway management. The pretended 
surplus seems to cover a real deficit, 
but even if it were i-enuine the re­
turns would still indicate that the 
government had lost money by the 
Grand Trunk and Drummond County 
deal. ■

A London despatch of the 26th says 
The British expedition against the rebel­
lious Tagas, under Mat Salleh, in British 
North Borneo, has been entirely successful. 
Captain Harrington, with 100 Sikns, after 
two days’ fighting, January 8 and 9, 
against 1,000 rebels captured two forts and 
villages, blew up the rebels’ magazine and 
killed or wounded 60 Tagas. The British 
had four men wounded. The remaining 
villages of the disturbed district submitted.

A Paris despatch says that over five 
thousand carpenters employed on the Ex­
hibition buildings have gone on strike for 
higher wages.

The price of coal in the y cited J£ingdopi 
is very high just now. The present in­
crease in price is said to be the greatest 
since the Franco-German war.

The British losses up to date in killed 
and wounded and captured according to 
General Butter’s last list, total 8216 men. 
The Boer loss was the other day estimated 
in the neighborhood of 6200.

Word was receive/! at Victoria, B. C , 
on Thursday last, that priyate J. W. 
Jones, of the first Canadian contingent, 
had been killed in a skirmish at Dover’s 
Farm. The report has not been confirmed 
at the war office.

“The Old Scotch Songs,” by 
Miss Ceiling’s, was excellently rendered, 
while Mr. Robert Lament brought doWti 
the house by his rendering of “ Come un-N 
der my plaidie,” and the “ Hielanmau’s 
Toast.” Mr. Charles Earle excelled him­
self in “ Cam’ ye by Athol” and “ Bonnie 
Lassie will yau go,” by him and Miss Amy 
Earle was very tine. Indeed all the vocal­
ists, as already indicated, acquitted them­
selves splendidly. Miss Flo. McMen^e I 
sustained her ability and popularity as an 
elocutionist, and her rendition of “ Oar 
bit of the Thin Red Line,” roused consid­
erable enthusiasm andjwas rapturously ap- 
plauded. Florence Earle’s rendering of 
the “ Absent-minded Beggar,” with the 
waving of our flag, deeply stirred the spirit 
of patriotism in the audience, and was re­
ceived with thunders of applause. The

T#f Canadian Rough Riders paraded 
the streets of Halifax on Saturday before 
embarking on the Pomeranian. They 
were cheered all along the line of march 
by thousands of spectators. Governor 
Daly and others made patriotic speeches. 
Many of the buildings were beautifully 
decorated. As the steamer left the wharf 
the cheering was tremendous.

A terrible accident oeourred at Cornr 
wall on Wednesday last, by which Mr. 
James McGregor, of that place, lost his life. 
That morning he had left his home to chop 
wood neap Hyde’s Mills, in a woods owned 
by Mr. McMahon. Tiiepe xyas a heavy 
wind blowing at the time, anà tir. Mc»

! Gregor was afterwards found pinned to the 
ground bÿ a tree, blood running from his 
nose and mouth, juife was extinct. The 
body was removed as soon as possible apd 
taken fcp the home of the unfortunate man.

As the steamer Lake Ontario, from 
Liverpool, was passing the Plant Line 
wharf at Halifax on Friday night, she ran 
into and sank the Dominion Coal Company’s 
barge A. L. Taylor, which was anchored 
in the stream, and was laden with 500 tons 
of coal. * Captain McGillvary was the only 
man aboard the barge? and luckily for him 
he happened to be on deck when the pol- 
liejpn took place. He had barely time to 
jump intp h;e dory, cut the painter, and 
shove off from the sinking barge, Which 
Bank almost instantly. He then rowed 
ashore and reported the accident, which no 
one on board the Lake Ontario would say 
anything about. Captain McGillvary 
claims that his iigh|$ were burning at the 
time.

On Thursday the news from the seat of 
war was very encouraging. It was to the 
effect that Geo. Warren had captured the 
rocky eminence known as Spion Kop, 
which was said to be the dominant posi­
tion between the Tugela and Ladysmith. 
Later despatches expressed doubt as to 
whether Warren would be able to hold 
this place, as it would be almost impos­
sible to bring up any heavy guns, especi­
ally as the position was completely cover­
ed by the enemy’s guns from surrounding 
kopjes for miles eastward along the Tü; 
gela. This doubt has proved a reality as 
will be seen by the following despatch, 
dated London, January 26th :—

General Warren has abandoned Spion 
Kop or that portion of it'that he captured 
Tuesday night, Instead of making the 
position of thé Boers untenable as General 
Buller cabled that Gen. Warren thought 
he had done, the Boers attacked General 
Warren bo fiercely with artillery and rifle 
fire that he was compelled to withdraw tp 
the position he held before the night at- 
tack. The fact is that the Boers purpose­
ly allowed the British to take a position 
on Spion Kop, which the burghers had 
made untenable, and when Gen. Warren 
rusfie4 into the trap they pounded him 
with shot and shell,’ They prevented the 
British from bringing up any big guns in 
such a position that they could be used 
effectually. It is believed the British 
losses are very heavy. No sooner had 
Warren settled dowp qq tbç paptpred 

I trenches than the Boers unmasked their 
guns, which they had carefully hidden 
through five days preliminary fighting, 
from a high plateau dominating the cap­
tured treftones. A tornado of shell and 
shrapnel broke loose. The Boers had aa 
certained the range to an Inch. Retreat 
for the British was out of the qùestion 
while the hail of bullets swept acres the 
hill. Hour after hour the men lay in the 
trenches, hugging close every bit of coyer, 
The men were also exhausted from long 
fighting. Six hundred were wounded the 
first two days. No report of killed has 
been sent and no estimate of wounded 
given since Saturday night, but the fight­
ing Tuesday and Wednesday was far ifiore 
desperate than the preceding battles.

A despatch from Lorenzo Marquez, dat: 
ed Jan. 27th says t It is reported here on 
good Transvaal authority 
was relieved on Tuerday, Jan. 23rd.

Gen. Buller has sent a despatch to the 
i War P$oe stating that Spion Hop had to

be abandoned on account of lack of water, 
inability to bring artillery there and the 
heavy Boer fire. General Buller gives 
no list of casualties. His whole force 
withdrew south of the Tugela river with 
the evident intention of reaching Lady­
smith by another route.

I. N. Ford in his London cable to the 
New York Tribune says : Despatches 
are now beginning to dribble into Fleet 
street with meagre explanations of the 
capture and abandonment of Spion Kop. 
Buller’a report is, however, a concise sum­
mary. Warren’s operations and the suc­
cess of the briilliantly planned turning 
movement was dependant in the end upon 
a direct frontal attack upon an impreg­
nable position, with double walls of de­
fence, which could be approached only 
through a zone of fire three-quarters of a 
mile wide, without boulders or a single 
patch of cover. Warren’s three brigades 
had fought their way during two days to 
the verge of this valley of death and had 
halted. Buller was summoned for a con­
sultation and a night attack upon Spion 
Kop was decided upon, as an alternative 
for a frontal attack. It didn’t serve any 
other purpose than that of exposing the 
garrison to harassing and destructive shell 
tire. Buller and Warren had overrated 
'the advantages of the position, but clung 
desperately to the hope that something 
woulil be gained by its occupation. The 
garrison, withdrew after Woodgate was 
daogerouVly wounded, and Warren shrank 
from oiderihg his brigades into the terrible 
zone of fire, with its dry moat and natural 
glacis for a strongly entrenched position. 
He had sought to turn the enemy’s works 
by aelong detour on the flank and had 
lacked the force required for so extended a 
movement from the river base. The ene- 
my bad been reinforced until bis own 
army was equalled in strength. It was a 
sorry choice between a frontal attack 
with every advantage of position on the 
Dutch side and a retreat to the Tugela. 
That choice was dictated by prudence. 
The retreat was conducted in the most 
orderly way, and the heart breaking news 
was sent that thy second attempt for the 
relief of Ladysmith was a failure. This is 
the tragic story, very briefly outlined, 
with which the London press startles the
public...........It now remains for Roberts
and Kitchener to prove whether they can 
escape the terrible mortality amorg the 
British military reputations. They ar* 
not responsible for Bulller’s campaign in 
Natal, which was planned before their ar­
rival in South Africa.

All anxiietÿ as to the safety of Lord 
Dundonald’s cavalry is removed by a des­
patch from Buller saying that he is south 
of the Tugela with the other troops.

The British Parliament assembled yes- 
terderday for a session which will prove 
memorable in British history. The mem­
bers gathered at Weet,mip8ter early. The 
Queen Is speech praised the loyalty of ttje 
colonies and regretted the great loss of 
life but indicated that the war would be 
carried on till Great Britain won.
