muoch love. Oone only econdition
limits kindness 8o ss to avoid excess
That one only condition is that the
child obey. If the child be ob«-
dient, no kindness is too much, cr
love too grest.

The Manila Oablenews of June 29,
the feast of 8S. Peter and Paul, gives
a‘sketoh of Right Rev. Jorge Barlin
Imperial, D. D., the first Filipino
Bishop, who was consecrated tha
day and who now presides over the
Diocese of Neuva Caceres. The
-Conseoration was performed by the
Papsl Delegate, Mgr. Agius, assisted
by Archbishop Harty and Bishope
Rooker, Hendrieks and Dougherty
Mgr Barlin’s life’s history is some-
what Romantic. He was set aside
for the ministry by his mother from
youth, and specially trained under
the direction of the Bishop. Hir
mother one day eppeared before the
gates of the residence of Bishop
Gaizan with her obild in ber arme
and offered him to the Bishop as an
offering to the Church. The Bishop
accepted her offering in the name of
the Charob, snd as soon as the little
one had grown into years and wae
able to serve at the altar he learned
the duties of the position and served
a8 acolyte till able to take his first
studies under his reverend master.
In his early years he was & weak:
ling and enjoyed bat indifferent
bealth. On this account the supe-
vior of the seminary at which he
was sent to study tried to induce hie
mother to remove bim, saying that
the course of stady would be too
much for him and that the striot dis-
oipline wonld be more than he could
stand. Bat the mother insisted,
and with tears in her eyes begged
them to admit him. When the
Bishop heard of the incident he called
the mother ard child into his pres—
ence and seeing the tears coursing
down her oheeks said to her: ‘Do
ot cry, my good woman, your 80p
bas a vocation, and I promise you
that he shall become a priest ; if he
cannot stand the rigor of the discip-
line of the seminary, I will bave him
with me, and I will take care of him
and of his edneation.

The youth remained at the side of
the Bishop always. He received
bis teachings from him and formed
bis character from his, and has ever
beld him in great veneration.

Mgr, Barlin was born in Baao,
Camarines Sar, April, 1850, and was
ordsined priest in 1874. He re-
mained by the side ot the Bishop
serving in the Cathedral till the
death of the prelate in Manila in
July, 1879, the universally known
end admired Biehop expired in his
arms at the Convent of Sto, Domingo.
Fatber Barlin then retarned to his
pueblo, where he remained as priest,
and in 1898 when the Spanish auth-
orities abandoned the province dur=
ing the Spanish-American war and
oame to Manila, the Governor of the
Province banded over to Padre Bar-
lin the commeand of the province.
This he retained ti]l the sarrival of
American troops. In 1902 he was
appointed by Pope Leo XIII. as a
domestic prelate, and in 1003 as
apoetolic administrator of the Dio-
cese of Neuva Qaceres, and finslly in
s secret consistory of the College of
Qardioals in Rome in December,
1908, be was chosen as Bishop of the
ssme diocese,
