The external auditor’s report
showed that our debt and lia-
bilities which were $1,027,000
Dec. 1912 had
been reduced to $1.002,000
by thke 31st. ‘Pee; 1913 “That
was a rgduction..of Previncial
debt i ond yvear amounting to
$24.069, practically $25,000.
In the. first -three months of
the current year the receipts
had $200,000 and the
expenditures $103;0c0 leaving
a surplus ¢f $97,000. The
Premier reviewed at length
the extraordinary progress and
improvements that had been
made in the oyster fishing in-
dustry, agriculture and educa-
tion in general. Regarding
education, the
generous grant from the Fed-
eral Government had been of
the greatest benefit. This
grant amounted now to $26,-
000 a year; but it would con-
tinue to increase until it reach-
ed $31,750 a year.

Coming to the current year
the Premier estimated the re
ceipts at $529,256, and the
expenditures at - $523,627,
showing an eslimated surplus
on the years transactions of

[t was also proposed to make
v grant of $5c0 each to the
Charlottetown und Prince Ed
vird Island Iospitals, and
$400 to the Prince County
Hospital, There were several
special appropriations to be
provided for. It was the in-
tention of the Government,
the Premier said, to pay the
award of the arbitrators in the
claim of Walter Lowe, and also
to settle the claim ia connec-
tion with the Lady wood
estate. A sum would also
have to be provided for the
celebration here of the jubilee
celebration of the first con-
federation. ~counferencef . Pro-
visions wotld also be made
for exhibitions at Alberton
and Souris, as well as for rais-
ing mussel mud at St. Peter's
Bay.

The Premier pointed out
that the present Government
had spent in two years twice
as much in permanent public
works as the late Liberal
Government had - spent in
twenty years. The present
Government had secured an
addition of $100,000 to our
annual subsidy from Ottawa;
they had effected great im-
provements in our educational
system and in our oyster fish-
ery industry; had passed the
ballet act, had provided the
long and short coursesin edu
cation and accomplished
many other things in the way
of progress and improvement.
The speech was received with
applause by the
Government supporters.

On Tuesday 7th the House
met at 8.15. Hon. Mr,
Stewart presented: a' petition
praying for an amendment to
the act incorporating the Pro-
gress Fox Breeding Associa-
tion, A petition was present-
ed from several citizens of
Charlottetown praying for an
act-to incorporate “The Char-
lottetown Street Car - Com-
pany.” Bills in accordance
with the above petition were
introduced read a first time
and referred to the private
bills committee.

Before the orders of the
day were entered upon Hon,
Mr. Dalton rose and moved a
resolution that the sympathy
of the House be extended to
Mr. S. T. Garlant, a member
of the House who had suffered
the loss of his wife, whose
funeral took place that very
day. Hon. Premier Mathie
seconded the resslution.
It was also supported by Mr,
Richards Leader of the Op-
position. The resolution then
passed unanimously.

Hon. Premier Mathieson
then presented the Report of
the Provinaial Auditor and
explained the new system
adopted in making up the
puplic accounts. He also laid
on the table the report of the
External Auditor on the lia-
bilities of the Province. In
addition to these reports he
presented the statement of our
Provinces claim against Can-
ada in the matter of Federal
Representation and also a re
port of the presentation of this
claim before the interprovin-
cial conference held at Ottawa
in October last,

On motion of Mr. Richards
the bill in connection with
the sale of lands of the
Church of England at Port
Hill was read a third time and
passed. Several other bills
were reported from the private
bijls committee and then the

House took recess.

When the House resumed
in the evening at 10.15 Prem
ier Mathieson tabled the esti
mates of expenditure for the
present fiscal year. The
House then adjourned.

The House met at 11.30 on
Wednesday forenoon, Alter
routine Hon. Mr. Stewart
preser;ted a- petition from the
Mayor and Councillors of the
city of Charlottetown praying
for an act to amend the Char-
lottetown Incorporation Act.
A bill founded thereon was
received read a first time and
referred to the private bills
committee.

On the orders of the day
being called, Mr. ]J. A. Dewar
rose to a question of privilege.
He said he had handed notice
of a resolution to theClerk;

but this notice had notappear-

ed on the order paper and he
was informed that the secon-
der, whose pame was appendid
had stated that he had not
given authority for his name
to be so attached. Moreover
he was refused permission by
the Clerk to examine the
notice. He desired to have
the matter investigated. At
1 o’clock the House took re
CEess.

At the beginning of {he
afternoon sitting, the Premier
presented a message convey
ing a report of the Privy
Council of Canada on the acts
passed by the Legislature of
this Province in 1912. The
report allows these liws to go
into operation. The compan-
ies act was then further con-
sidered in committee of the
whole, Progress was report
ed. Hon. Mr. Stewart refer-
ring to the matter raised by
Mr. Dewar, said the Clerk
misunderstood Mr. Dewar
when he asked to see the
notice of his resolution. Mr
Stewart said the Clerk thought
Mr. Dewar wanted to take
the notice away. Mr. Dewar,
Hon. Mr, McLean, Hon. Mr,
Arsenault and the Clerk of
the House referred to the
matter briefly. At six o’clock
the House took recess.

When

at 8.30 Premier

the House resumed
Mathieson
commenced his budget speech.
At the outset he said the
motion to go into committee
of supply opened up a review
of the actions of the present
Government for the past two
years, He said that no Gov
ernment in Canada, since Con
federation had to face such
difficulties a8 had the present
one. He weat on to show
how wretched was our finan-
cial condition; it was really
appaling. The financial posi-
tion of our Province had never
been in good shape since Con-
We had not been
solvent, On the contrary we
had always been on the down
grade. “Assets of ‘the Pro-
vince to the extent of $2,500,-
000 had been used up and in
addition to that the debts and
liabilties of the Province
amounfed to  $1,072,000.
When the expert accountants
had been called in from the
banks they found in addition
to all the foregoing that the
Palmer Government had left
a readymade deficit from Sept.
30th 1911 to Dec. 3rd of that
same year, of $83,000 besides
$85 000 of unpaid accounts.
In spite of all these burdens
the Government had on Dec.
318t 1912 a- deficit of ounly
$108,000, a reduction in the
year of $60,000. On the
permanent public works of
the Province the present Gov-
ernment spent more in two
years than the Liberals spent
in twenty years.

Premier Mathiescn next ex-
plained the receipts and ex-
penditures of the past year,
He showed how the actual
surplus exceeded the estimat-
ed surplus by $14.000. On
the other hand the actual ex-
penditure was $9,373 less than
that estimated. The surplus

federation.

of the year was $15,557 and

the reduction of debt smount-
ed practically to $25,c00. He
next pointed out how much
improvement had taken place
in the education department.
A result of these improve=-
ments is that the best teachers
remain in the Province and
do not go abroad as formerly.

Referring to the question
asked by the Leader of the
opposition as to the receipts
and expenditures of the Pro
vince from Dec. 318t 1913 to
31st March 1914 he had been
happy to inform him that the
receipts were $200,000; the
expenditure $103,000 and the
surplus $97,000.

In the matter of agriculture
the Premier enumerated what
had been done in this connec
tion. The Dominion Govern-
ment had rendered us good
assistance. We receive some
$26,000 from the Federal
Treasury. We will finally re
ceive from this grant $31,750
by the end of ten years. He
considered the agricultural
courses given here during the
last two years equal to those
given in any part of Canada.
He cnsidered that no money
could be spent more advanta-
geous'y than that spent on
education. It was simply
marvellous how much had
been accomplished through the
Dominion agricultural grant.
He hoped that through the
Governm:nt’s efforts, the mus
sel mud fertilizer would be-
come available to the farmers
of the Province at cost.

Taking up the question of
the oyster fisheries he pointed
out that the question of juris-
diction a3 between the Do-
minion and Provincial Goy-
ernments had long been a
bone of contention. The pre-
sent Government have suc
ceeded in making a settlement
with the Federal authorities.
By this arrangement all the
proceeds from the oyster
fisheries come to us instead of
being divided as had beende
manded by the late Liberal
Government. He took the
Leader of the Opposition
severly to task for the reckless
and unfounded s'atements he
had made on this question
early in the present session,
and disproved Mr. Richard’s
assertions by documentary
evidence.

The Premier estimated the
revenue of the present year
at $529,256, and the expendi
ture at $523,627. This would
leave a surplus of $5629
Perhaps these figures would
not be actually realized; but
at any rate they had been
prepared with the greatest
possible care. To this am
ount of surplus here estimated
must be added $11,745 paid
into the sinking fund, and
about $5000 of interest on
this fund. This would show
a reduction of debt of about
$22,000

Th re were special expendi-
tures that the Government
were bound to assume, These
included the claim of Walter
Lowe; an amount to sattle the
claim in connection with the
Lady Wood estate, and a pro-
vision for the celebration of
the fiftieth anniversary of the
first contederation conference.,
Referring to this last named
event, the Premier said that
it by that time we would have
our Federal representation re-
stored and the Car Ferry well
advauced, the celebration for
us should be memorable in
deed. The Government he
said recognizad the great
work for suff:ring humanity
donas by our hospitals and it
was intendel to make a grant
0o° $500 to eich of the two
hospitals at Charlottetown,
and §400 to th Prince County
Hospital at Summerside.

Relerring to the Interpro-
vincial conferenc2 held at
Ottawa last October, he point-
ed out that it had been decid
ed that the subsidies to all the
Provinces would be increased.
From this our Province stands
to receive a very considerable
amount. The Premier refer
ring to the meeting of the
Conservative Commissicn held
in Ottawa a short time since,

said the Island’s case and

standing created a most fovor-
able impression. The Govern-
ment the Premier said, had
decided to make grants for
exhibitions at Alberton aud
Souris, In conclusion the
Premier read a list of the im
provements in public matters
effected within the last two
years, with which the present
Government should be credit
ed. He considered there was
ao Province in Canada that
offered better opportunities
than this Province of ours,
and he felt sure our people
would rise to embrace these
advantages.

Mr. Richards Leader of the
Opposition followed, com-
mencing to speak at 10.40.
He- spoke for about an hour
in a general criticism of the
Government. Mr. Myers fol.
lowed at 11.40. - After speak-
ing a few minutes, Mr, Myrrs
moved the adjournment of the
debate. The House then ad.
journed to Tuesday 14th,
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Federal Parliament.

Ottawa, April 6.—The “ Free
food poliecy of Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
aod the call of the liberal party
generally for free wheat and free
agricnltural  implements have
given the question of the tariff an
unusually prominent place in the
eyes of the country. Hon. W. T.
White minister of finance, set the
industrial mind of Canada at rest
today by announcing emphatically
ia the course of his budget speech
that the National Policy of Sir
John A. MacDonald, which hss
made Canada what she is today,
wae still the policy of the Con-
servative party and the present
government and would be con
tinued with only those variations
and readjustments which the
changing needs and conditions of
the country might demand.

Then the'minister of finance
threw his challenge to Sir Wilfrid
Laurier. “ Free food, ” he declared,
“means free trade: free agri
cultural implements means free
trade. We are ready to accept the
gage of battle.”

The house was thrilled. Here
once more was the old tariff issae
upon which the Conservatives
have again and again been return-
ed to power and whose policy the
Liberals when they have been in
power have been afraid to chanee.

The wheat and flour duties will
oot be disturbed. . he government
is convine-d that the removal of
the barriers would injure the grain
growers rather than benefit them.
