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WOSTOK CHURCH 
PREY TO FLAMES

Fine Edifice of Greek Orthodox 
Church Burned—Loss $10,000 

Insurance $3,000.

Bulletin Special.
Wostok, Alta., Oct. 29. — The hand­

some church edifice of tfte Orthodox 
* » l eek church, was burned to the ground 
here at 9 o’clock yesterday morning, the 
origin of the fire is unknown. It start­
ed inside in the vicinity oL the altar. 
Painters, who were working on the* roof 
of the church first noticed the smoke 
issuing from the windows. The residents 
in the neighborhood hurried to the scene 
but before a bucket brigade could be or­
ganized, the fire had got beyond the 
possibility of being extinguished by the 
fire fighting apparatus available.

The loss on tÿe building is estimated 
at $6,000. Insurance of $3,000 was car­
ried in the Canadian Pire Insurance 
Company at Edmonton.

The church was the first to be erected 
in Canada by the Orthodox Greek church 
It was built 9 years ago, under the pas­
torate of Rev. J. Korcyzinski, well- 
known Greek church minister, who re­
turned to Russia 5 years ago. The pres­
ent pastor is Rev. J. Fekula. The church 
has a membership of 350. Until the con­
gregation can erect a hew church they 
will J Mil yith St. Paul's Greek Ortho­
dox church, 5 miles east of AVostok 

Was a Fine Building.
The burned church was a building 70 

feet long by 3> feet wide. It had a 
tower 80 feet high. The church build­
ing was an exceptionally- fine structure. 
It was built to last for centuries, it 
was on a heavy Jog foundation ; the wails 
were also of heavy timber, linishe'et on 
the outside with cedar siding. It was of 
gothic architectural design, with three 
cupolas, the entre one being 80 feet high 
and all three surmounted by gilded iron 
crosses.

The entire furnishings of_the church 
were also destroyed by the fire, the loss 
being estimated at $4,000. There was no 
insurance on the furnishings, which in­
cluded cost, alear appointments lour 
silver and one gold sacrament goblets, 
the priest’s vestments, a dozen costly 
oil paintings "recently purchased in Rus­
sia, and three bells, costing over $250, 
besides the pews and their appointments.

'The loss of the- church will lie a severe 
blow eo the congregation. Not only ’s 
the monetary loss heavy, but the des­
truction of the church edifice, which was

SOU LIS WAS JEALOUS.

Inquest Into Death of Winnpieg Man 
Adjourned Until Friday.

Winnipeg, Oct. 29—The inquest into 
the death of Carroll Soulis was ad­
journed until Friday at the request of 
W. H. Hastings, who represented the 
attorney general. The chief witness 
was J. H. Mowers, late of Forest, 
Sask., now part proprietor of the liv­
ery. Mowers was a reluctant witness 
and had to be reminded of the penal­
ties which might be inflicted, and the 
crown counsel cross-examined him 
very closely, stating the opinon. that 
much was being kept back. Mowers 
said he saw Soulis talking with a girl 
whom he was reluctant to identify. 
Soulis had something in hjs hand 
which Mowers thought was likely a 
revolver, but took no action. Later, 
he saw him lying on a vacant lot with 
some men stooping over him. The 
men picked him up and carried him 
home. He had a difference with de­
ceased in the summer over the hire of 
a buggy. Deceased was not friendly 
since.

Miss Winnie Ellis came out from 
England a year ago. She had no regu­
lar occupation and lived with a sister. 
She was speaking to Soulis on the 
night of October 22, and Soulis was 
jealous and would have her go with 
no one else and was unhappy that 
night. He threatened to drink car­
bolic acid. He had before threatened 
to shoot himself and to shoot her. She 
thought him under the influence of 
drink.

Mrs. Bailey, sister of the former, 
testified that deceased had never been 
in her house. She objected to her 
sister’s intimacy with deceased,though 
unavailing. At this stage Hastings 
asked for an adjournment.

Court Cases at Brandon.
Brandon, Oct." 29.—The fall assizes 

were opened here to-day by Chief 
Justice Howell. In his address to 
the grand jury, the judge referred to 
the large list, there being two mur­
ders, one indecent assault ease, and 
a case of being drunk in charge of a 
locomotive.

I 
do so, not that I am anxious for the 
position, because I have on several 
previous occasions declined to consid­
er it at all, but through a sense of 
duty which I feel I ewe, in common 
with all good citizens who have the 
welfare and prosperity -of the city at 
heart and who should if opportunity 
offers, be willing to sacrifice their in­
clinations for the public good.

“If elected as mayor I can only 
promise to freely give my time, and 
to use my best endeavor^ to advance 
the best interests of our city as com­
prised within the four corners of the 
corporation, and to do justice to all 
sections without fear or favor and in 
such manner that I will earn—difficult 
though it may be—the approval and 
win the commendation of all sections 
of the city and all classes of rate­
payers.”

INVESTIGATION OF THE LEAGUE 
LUMBER COMBINE RESUMED.

The case against Wr. H. Clark & 
Co., a member of the Alberta Retail 
Lumber Dealers’ association, charged 
with unlawful combination in restraint 
of trade, was resumed before Inspect­
or Worsley at the R. N. W. M. P. 
barracks at 10 o’clock this morning. 
Before adjournment at noon two wit­
nesses were examined, H. C. Man­
ning, salesman for the Mundy Lumber 
Co., of -Revelstoke, B.C., and Isaac 
Cockbum, of Winnipeg, secretary of 
the Western Retail Lumber Dealers’ 
association. Considerable document­
ary evidence was obtained through 
this witness. Pior to-the organization 
of the Alberta Retail Lumber Dealers’ 
association in July, 1906, the Alberta 
dealers were members of the Western 
Retail Lumber Dealers’ association, 
among whom 4,as the defendant’s com­
pany. The fact was elicited from Mr., 
Cockburn’s evidence that an arrange­
ment existed between the dealers ahd 
the manufacturers whereby no dealer 
should purchase from a manufacturer 
who sold to other than members of 
the association, and no manufacturer 
should sell to dealers not members of 
the association. These manufacturers 
were" termed “harmonious” manufac­
turers.

Morning’s Evidence.
H. C.Manning was the fifst witness. 

The fact that he was called was due 
to a reference made to him by C. R. 
Filtness in his evidence at a previous 
session^ of the court, when Mr. Filt­
ness stated it was Manning who in­
formed him he was to be admitted as 
a member of the Alberta association.

The evidence was taken subject to 
objection. Mr. Woods and Mr. Bennett 
crossed swords in a duel of wits". Mr. 
Bennett went so far as to declare it was 
Mr. Woods’ effort to overawe the court 
by reason of the façt of his position 
as deputy attorney general": Mr. Ben- 
nett’s , objection was on ground that 
the witness should not be asked lead­
ing questions.

“Did you indicate any preference to 
Mr. Stuart, as to whether this custom­
er should be admitted to the associa­
tion?”

“I didn’t indicate any preference, 
although I knew the man capable of 
conducting a business.”

“Did you recommend him to your 
emtioyers?”

“No.”

Isaac Cockburn, Winnipeg, ex-secre­

tary of Western Retail Lumber Deal­
ers’ association, was the next witness. 
Mr.Bennett objected to his evidence be­
ing taken on the ground that this as­
sociation was not charged with con­
spiracy. The objection was noted.

The minute book of the Western as­
sociation, the bylaws of the associa­
tion up to 1905 and up to 1907, in­
cluding amendments during the in­
tervening years, were put in as ex­
hibits.

Asked as to what constituted an 
honorary member of the association 
as defined by the bylaws witness stat­
ed an honorary member was a manu­
facturer or wholesaler. Succeeding 
questions referred to the fourteenth 
annual meeting of the association in 
Winnipeg in 1904.

Witness stated that a resolution re­
ferring to the establishment of line 
yards was objected to dëcidedly by the 
Alberta- representatives at the meet­
ing. A line yard system was a mon­
opoly by which a manufacturer con­
trolled a certain district. In the aut 
umn of 1004 the manufacturers with­
drew from the association. Subse­
quently the manufacturers expressed 
their desire to be indirectly allied 
with the association. They were cal­
led harmonious manufacturers.

“What would happen to a manufac­
turer who failed to sell to retail deal­
ers only?”

“His name would be eliminated 
from the list of harmonious manu­
facturers, and the members of the 
association would he notified of his 
alienation.”

“What is meant by the clause in 
the bylaw referring to such a case, 
namely, that the members of the as­
sociation must take cognizance of the 
unfair tactics of a manufacturer by 
failing to confine his sales to the mem­
bers of the association?”

“It means a member of the associa­
tion shall not deal further with such 
an unfair manufacturer.”

Referring to the substitution in the 
1907 bylaws of the clause “regular re­
tail dealers,” for the clause in the 
1905 bylaws, “member of the associa­
tion,” witness said there was no dif­
ference in the meaning. This clause 
referred to the dealers to whom manu­
facturers might sell and not lose sta­
tus with the association.

Definition of Legitimate Dealer. 
Witness was asked what legitimate 

dealer meant.
“A man doing a legitimate lumbar 

business,” he replied.
“Does it not mean that he must be 

a member of tha association before he

BOILER EXPLODED.

Railway Commissioners in a Wreck in 
Ontario.

Toronto, Oct. 29—The boiler of a 
special G. T. train conveying the Do­
minion railway commissioners from 
Chatham to Hamilton, exploded to­
night near Newbury. Engineer Robt. 
Rutherford was killed and Fireman 
Robertson was badly hurt. Both be­
long to London. A report received 
here at 11 a.m. says the commission­
ers were not injured but six doctors 
have gone down from London. A. C. 
Killam, former chief justice of Mani­
toba, is chairman, Hon. M. E. Bern­
ier is assistant chairman and James 
Mills, the remaining member of the 
commission. It is not known if all 
three members were in the accident.

WAREHOUSE COLLAPSED.

At Port Arthur, Burying Nine Men in 
Ruins—One Fatality.

Port Arthur, Oct. 29.—Ope of the 
worst accidents in the building his­
tory of the town occurred at 5.30 this 
afternoon, when a large feed and flour 
warehouse owned by Mayor Clavet, 
situated on Court street, collapsed, 
burying nine men in the debris. The 
building was three storeys of solid 
brick, 120 by 33 feet. The cause of 
the accident is unknown- The only 
fatality was a foreigner, name un 
known. Immediately after the crash 
the fire alarm was sounded, and hun­
dreds rushed to the scene and scotei 
of willing hands started to clear the 
debris for tile victims.

The witness stated retail dealers, 
members of the association who 
bought lumber from unfriendly deal­
ers were liable to suspension Irom'the 
association. He knew of no case in 
which a retailer had been suspended. 
As secretary of the association he rer 
ceived a salary of $2,100 a year. His 
business was to investigate com­
plaints.

Control Number of Yards.
Referring to the yard system in 

vogue in the Western Retail Dealers’ 
association, witness stated there was 
supervision over the number of yards 
in any one district. His business as 
secretary was to regùlate the number 
of yards. A new yard was not often 
established if the consumption of 
lumber was less than 35 ears per an­
num. The establishment of a second 
yard was generally objected to by the 
retailer already establish'd.

‘Suppose a rash outsider went into 
a district and established a ygrd with­
out tile authority of the association, 
what happened to him?” ,

“Unless he was a member of tip» 
association his chances of doing 
business successfully were diminish­
ed?”

“Do you know of any case where an 
independent retailer was successful 
in fighting.the association?”

“Not many. Some have started but 
invariably became members of the as­
sociation.”

Witness stated that there never had 
been any agreement between the West­
ern Retail Lumber Dealers’ associa­
tion and the Mountain Millmen’s as­
sociation as associations. There was 
no reciprocal agreement as associa­
tions,but as individual honorary mem­
bers of the W. R. L. D. association the 
members of the Mountain Millmen’s 
association were considered in the 
same light as other honorary mem­
bers.

In reply to a question witness stat­
ed tluit. every member of the associa^
tion was urged to patronize only the 
manufacturers in harmony with the 
association. He was urged to do this 
even though it cost him more for his 
lumber In the case of the retailers 
in Southern Alberta in 1903 when Am­
erican dealers were selling lumber 
lower than the mountainmen’s assoc­
iation, the mountaimnen rather than 
change their prices for this particular 
district informed the dealers in 
Southern Alberta that they were at 
liberty to buy ! from the American 
dealenj.

The court adjourned until this aft­
ernoon, when Mr. Cockburn complet­
ed his evidence.

THANKSGIVING 
AND HALLOWE’EN

Unusual Celebration of These Two 
Festivals on the Same Day 

This Year.

HOMESTEADER SHOT
NEAR RANFURLY.

Shooting Said to Have Been Done in 
Self Defence by Neighbor.

Vegreville, October 29.—A shooting 

tragedy occurred here on Monday 
afternoon, when I. J. Hollar", a home­
steader near Ranfurly, shot a neigh­
bor, Richard Harper, and wounded 
him so seriously that he may possibly 
die of it. The discharge entered the 
side of his face. Hollar has given 
-himself up to the police, stating that 
he did the shooting in self-defence.

From such details as have yet reach­
ed here it seems that Harper, in a 
state of rage, struck down Hollar’s 
child, tearing his clothes from his 
back. He j-hen struck down Hollar’s 
wife, and grasping a pitchfork made 
to attack Hollar. Hollar reached out 
for his rifle, discharging its contents 
in Harper’s face, the latter saving 
himself from instant death merely by 
a movement of his head.

Blood flowed profusely from his 
wounds, but he refused all aid from 
the man who had shot him. Hollar, 
feeling the- seriousness of his act, 
drove to Ranfurly, the nearest station, 
and surrendered to Constable Blythe, 
who placed him in the guard-room 
here.

The prisoner is known,to be a res­
pectable industrious settler, and people 
believe he would only have used the 
rifle under great provocation.

Nothing can be learned yet of the 
condition of the wounded man, 
Harper.

Tomorrow sees in Canada the unus- 
al combination of the mystical old 
Celtic festival of Hallowe’en. and the 
more modem one of Thanksgiving, as 
the Canadian government selected Oc­
tober 31st this year to be the annual 
national" day of thanksgiving.

Both festivals are attended with 
rnucii ceremony and merry-making in 
the home, Thanksgiving day having 
come now to mean a day of family 
reunions in the autumn, while* Hal­
lowe’en from ancient times has been 
set. aside- as. an appropriate day for 
parties of younv people. Benifleent 
fairies were supposed in- the olden 
days to reign that night, and to lend 
to simple household games with nuts 
and apples the power of divining fu­
ture partners in life.

Gay in Erin and Scotia.
In Scotland and Ireland this festi­

val of Hallowe’en is one of the gay­
est and greatest of all the .year, and is 
awaited by youthful swains and their 
lassies with tile keenest of anticipa­
tion. Burns “Hallowe’en” gives a 
humorous and richly imaginative pre­
sentment of the old time, ceremonies 
and superstitions still practised on 
this night, which lias been endowed 
by the Celtic race with the mysterious 
qualities ascribed in Germany to the 
midsummer feast of St. John’s Eve. 
Children born on Hallowe’en are sup­
posed to have wonderfùl intuitive 
powers.

The name is literally Hallow-even, 
the eve or vigil of All Hallows or -All 
Saints, which, according to the 
church calendar, falls on November 1.

This latter feast, dating from the 
first centuries of the Christian era, is 
a commemoration of all the dead, of 
great or Little note- who have passed 
from earth to heaven. The following 
day, November 2, All Souls’ Day is in 
like manner set apart as a commem­
oration of the souls of all the dead 
who may be in some preparatory state 
before entering the kingdom of saints. 
On the eve ot" this day many of the 
Celtic race still shudder if in the 
darkness they pass a country church­
yard, and, in fact, rather avoid going 
out at all this night.

Tiiis is simply an ingrained tradi­
tion in the hearts of the people that 
"the souls are about tonight,” as on 
Hallowe’en the good fairies are sup- 
pdeed to smile propitiously upon 
young folks’ dreams.

Significance of Thanksgiving.
Thanksgiving day is an annual fes­

tival of thanksgiving for the mercies 
of the closing year. The custom of 
having a thanksgiving festival dates 
back many centuries, prayers for the 
feast forming pan of- old church ritu­
als as it still does. But the celebra­
tion was mainly limited to the religi­
ous ceremonies, until in New England 
the Pilgrim Fathers made it their 
great home festival for the year

The earliest harvest thansgiving 
was kept by them in 1621, and since 
that day the celebration has grown 
from year to year in importance in the 
United States, spreading also to Can­
ada in later years. In both the States 
and our Dominion government procla­
mations fix the date to be annually 
observed by these nations as a day 
of thanksgiving for the benefit and 
welfare enjoyed by them.

Winnipeg Mayor’s Attitude Toward 
Power Scheme Results in Opposi­
tion.

Winnipeg, October 29.—At a meet­
ing of the board of control this morn­
ing, Mayor Ashdown definitely took 
the position that the civic power 
scheme must be shelved in its en­
tirety until the financial conditions 
have improved-. The controllers are 
split on the matter,* some supporting 
the mayor, while others claim the 
project too important to the industrial 
progress of the city to be dropped. It 
is passible that this division of op- 
im< n will result in opposition being 
present to the cahdidatuie of His 
Worship next month, and Controller 
Garrson is freely mentioned as a pro­
bable opponent. Reports were made 
this morning by Chief Engineer Cecil 
B. femith and by the board of consult­
ing^ engineers regarding the tenders 
for the power scheme. The former 
advises the acceptance of the lump 
tender of the Anglo-Canadian Engi­
neering Company, of London, amount­
ing to rather more than three mil­
lions, but the board recomménds the 
acceptance of joint contracts, the 
largest of which is the Swedish Gen­
eral Electric Company for a hundred 
and fifty thousand and the Westing- 
house people for four hundred thou­
sand. A special meeting of the con­
trollers and aldermen is called for 
tomorrow to consider the propositions.

Oil Burned on the Pavement.
Winnipeg, Man., Oct. 29.—A some­

what spectacular Blaze took place on 
Portage avenue shortly after 9 this 
morning, _whén a street car butted in­
to an oil tank lorry spilling the in­
flammable fluid over the asphalt 
pavement till it filled the gutters.
