with fact. Early in the war. our most 
modern battleship, H.M.S. Audacious, 
was sunk by a mine or a torpedo—It 
does not signify which. I have de­
monstrated that practically they are 
the same, the only difference being 
that you bump the one and the other 
bumps you.

The next travesty we come across 
is “that during the war enemy sub­
marine* in no way interfered with the 
movements of our ‘capital’ ships in 
carrying out operations.” This state­
ment may be accepted by the public, 
but it naturally will not be accepted 
by any naval officers. We regard it as 
great a fable as the one I have just re­
lated. The world knows the Queen 
Elizabeth was hurried home as soon 
as German submarines appeared in 
the Mediterranean, and we thought It 
jolly lucky to get her back; the re- 
maindeTrof the battleships dispersed— 
some to the bottom of the ocean, some 
managed to get into port, and lashed 
merchant ships alongside them as a 
protection against submarines.

It imvell known that the enemy sub­
marine did most effectively interfere 
with the movements of our “capital" 
ships. Enemy submarines drove our 
Grand Fleet from Scapa Flow to Loch 
Swilly. Will the public be told that 
this interference with movement was 
because the Grand Fleet wanted 
change of air?

We are very backward, I believe, as 
regards guns in the air, but the Am­
ericans are malting rapid strides in 
that directon. They already have (I am 
told) a 6-nch gun of the Davis pattern, 
and I do not see why they should not 
grow into a 12-inch. Such a gun 1,000 
feet high firing 500-lb. bombs on to the 
deck of a battleship five miles off 
would create a very unpleasant sensa­
tion on board.
