I were possible to circumnavigate 
i Africa—and the stout Phoenicians an- 
I ticipated Vascp da Gama by two thou­
sand years. We have a curious proof 
of their success, for Heredotua tells 
us that after sailing many months 
down the East Coast of Africa they 

F found that the sun rose on their right 
| instead of their left Herodotus 
i thought this quite incredible, but to us 
it is almost proof positive of the cir­
cumnavigation, for if you sail south­
ward past . Zanzibar the sun will rise 
on the port side of the ship; bat sail­
ing northward after doubling the Cape 
ofc Good Hope, yon will find the sun 
rising on the starboard-side.

The record ‘of another ancient 
marjner, named fistaspee, sent by 
Xerxes to circumnavigate Africa, is 
equally interesting it more tragic.

V .BELGRADE, SERBIA, Bq A.P.— 
Prince George, elder eon of the late 
King Peter ot the Serbs, Croats and 
Slovenes,' who to 1809' renounced his 
right to the Serbian' throne, has de­
clined an annual allowance from the 
Government of 300,000 dinars, about 
$4,000 at the present rate of exchange, 
as not to consonance with his princely 
dignity. At a Crown Council presided 
over by King Alexander, the Prince’s 
brother, It was resolved that Prince 
George should be deprived of all royal 
privileges, and held responsible for 
verbal and written attacks against 
either the royal house ot Jugoslavia,
