The eity of Guelph runs its own street railway. It has a population of
at lmL_sl 5,000 less than Greater Calgary. It is a city which has some engi-
neering difficulties, not being as level. as this city. It is a city of the old
Ontario kind, where five cents looms up large upon the'horizon. Last year
Guelph not only made the street railways go without any loss at all, but had
a surplus of over $8,000.

The city of Guelph has only 6 1-2miles of track, which is considerably
less than would be needed in Cdlgary. The motor power is électricity, 'which
is produced from coal, which costs them $4. a ton, which is consequent-
ly more than the cost of coal in Calgary. The power is generated Specially
for the railway plant.

The rates are 100 tickets for $3 good any time of day. Or six tickets for
5 cents, good for any time of day, or eight tickets for a quarter good for
ertain hours in the day. The regular transient fare is five cents.
